Stones River    [Murfreesboro] 
· Union William Rosecrans vs CSA Braxton Bragg

· Union victory more moral than tactical

· Casualties: 23, 515

· Union 13,249
· CSA 10,266
· Highest % casualty rate of any battle of war
· Roughly 1/3 of each army was a casualty
· 8th costliest battle of the war
· January 1st – lull in fighting
· Union band played all day well into night
· When it stopped – CSA troops demanded that it continue
· 40,000 man chorus of Home Sweet Home 
1863

January 1st, 1863


Lincoln issues his Emancipation Proclamation
· Applied only to states of the CSA

· Did not apply to any of the loyal border states

· Did not include current reclaimed CSA territory 

· Depended on a Union victory

· Every day of advance increased area affected

· Legitimized Blacks in the Army and Navy

· Gave a tangible and moral reason for the Union cause

· Now a war for ‘freedom’

Jan 6

The U.S. Government officially declines the offer by Napoleon III of France to mediate an end to the war
Jan 19 – 23

Burnside’s Mud March

· Yet ANOTHER attempt to outflank Lee

· "The auspicious moment seems to have arrived to strike a great and mortal blow to the rebellion, and to gain that decisive victory which is due to the country."

· 4 straight days and nights of torrential downpour
· Abandoned idea and withdrew to Washington
· CSA jeers
Jan 25th 
Lincoln relieves Burnside of Command
· Burnside had wanted subordinates removed

· Blamed them for loss at Fredericksburg

· Burnside offered to resign – Lincoln accepted

· Replaced on Jan 26 by Joseph “Fighting Joe” Hooker




· ‘Fighting – Joe Hooker’

· “Mr. F. J. Hooker”

· Hooker’s headquarters  described as a combination of bar and brothel into which no decent woman could go
· Hooker’s Brigade; General Hooker’s Army”

Jan 29th 
US Grant placed in command of new Army of the West

· 1st order was to take Vicksburg

· Grant had already begun campaign prior to orders

· Begins the Vicksburg Campaign and subsequent actions

March 3rd 
Federal Conscription Act ratified and becomes law
· Opens draft of males 20 – 45

· Exempts:

· Those who pay a $300.00 fee

· Those who provide a substitute

March 10th

Jefferson Davis meets with Lt. General John Clifford Pemberton to discuss defense of Vicksburg from Grant
March 10th 

Lincoln issues an amnesty to all AWOL federal troops if they return to their units prior to April 1st 

March 10th 

US Supreme Court recognizes President Lincoln’s actions to deal with the CSA as a belligerent

· Does not recognize them as a legitimate government

· Key wording in keeping out foreign intervention for CSA

March 13th 

        Confederate Ordinance Laboratory explodes

· Brown’s Island

· Kills 70 people [mostly women] 

· Lose large amounts of gun powder and ordinance
· All subsequent ammunition and fuses would have to be shipped in from factory in Georgia

· Inferior and prone to “rotten-shot” 
March 14th 
Farragut passes defenses at Port Hudson



Begins blockade of supplies to Vicksburg 

March 17th 

The Battle of Kelly’s Ford

· Cavalry battle leading up to Brandy Station
· Killed while acting as a cavalryman – CSA Major John Pelham

· “The Boy Major”
· “The Gallant Pelham”  
· JEB Stuarts Chief of Horse (Light) Artillery

· In over 60 fights




…………and if you think I am not factual as to my claim…… In 2003 the State of Georgia renamed an Interstate the John Pelham Memorial Highway………

Holy Thursday 
Richmond
the Bread Riot
· President had ordered yet another day of fasting and prayer

· Disenchanted Richmond women stormed the business district

· Minerva Meredith mob leader

· Governor called out the militia to stop them

· Stopped by CSA President Davis

· Asked press not to write about it

· The Enquirer wrote two days later
· Similar riots broke out all over South

April 16th 
Farragut runs the defenses of Vicksburg


Links up with land forces of Grant

April 17 – May 2nd

Union Col. Benjamin Henry Grierson
· Raid with 1,700 troopers to draw away Forrest

· To disrupt supplies for Vicksburg

· 300 mile expedition

May 1 – 4th 

Chancellorsville 
· CSA General Robert E. Lee vs. Union Major Gen. Joseph “Fighting Joe” Hooker

· Army of the Potomac vs Army of Northern Virginia

· 100,000 Union vs 50,000 CSA

· "My plans are perfect and when I start to carry them out may God have mercy on General Lee, for I will have none."
· Split army into two wings to assault Lee in pincer movement
· Orders were to “Fight, fight, fight”
· Lee moved to meet him and split his small army into two wings
· Hooker took up defensive position vs his plan to attack
· Told generals "I have got Lee just where I want him; he must fight me on my own ground."

· Hesitantly began an attack, ran head on into “Stonewall” Jackson
· Hooker retreated to defensive positions
· II Corps Commander Darius Couch: "To hear from his own lip that the advantages gained by the successful marches of his lieutenants were to culminate in fighting a defensive battle in that nest of thickets was too much, and I retired from his presence with the belief that my commanding general was a whipped man."
· May 2nd Lee divided army into three wings 
· Sent Jackson and 30,000 to Union right into heavy woods
· XI Corps of Union Major General Oliver Otis Howard 
· Jackson set up a two mile front and attacked at 1700 hours
· Hooker knew it was coming and did little to stop it
· Union right rolled up but finally repulsed by artillery 
· Jackson out front on reconnaissance but shot by North Carolina troops while returning to line
· One in right hand, two in left arm
· Arm amputated that night
· Expected to live
· May 3rd – JEB Stuart launched attack – The Wilderness
· large conflagration ensued trapping wounded from both sides

· Hooker failed to re-supply artillery

· A CSA solid shot hit column post Hooker leaning against

· Knocked him out and suffered concussion

· Union counterattack by John Sedgwick stopped Lee – saved army

· Army of Potomac retreated back across river

· Casualties:

· Union – 17,000

· CSA – 13,000

Lincoln would say to Hooker following the battle:


 "I would not take any risk of being entangled upon the river, like an ox jumped half over a fence and liable to be torn by dogs front and rear without a fair chance to gore one way or kick the other."
Following his dismissal by Lincoln and subsequent arrest when he went to Washington to see the President:
“   [he] regarded Hooker very much as a father might regard a son who was lame, or who had some other incurable physical infirmity. His love for his son would be even intensified by the reflection that the lad could never be a strong and successful man."
May 1st
Battle of Port Gibson [Mississippi]


Complete Union victory


Showed to Grant that CSA could not defend in West


“opened the door” to Vicksburg


CSA did not see that the door was open

May 5th 
Ohio Congressman Clement Laird Vallandigham arrested

· At the orders of General Burnside – Department of the Ohio

·   On April 13th - General Order No. 38 - forbidding expression of sympathy for the enemy.
· Leading Peace Democrat in Congress

· Copperhead [likening them to that of the poisonous snake]

· Wanted to make a negotiated peace – recognize CSA

· Arrested for speaking out in public against the war

· 1862 – had introduced bill to arrest and imprison Lincoln

· May 5th arrested, trial May 6 – 7th – refused right of Habeas Corpus sentenced to 2 years prison

· “deported” to Richmond and immediately imprisoned by Davis

· Thought it a ruse of Lincoln

· 1863 – asked by Sec of War if he felt invasion into Pennsylvania was a good idea

· Told them not to do it as he felt it would unite the North for the first time in war

· “deported” to Canada -  ran for Governor of Ohio in abstentia

· “snuck” back to US in disguise

· 1864 – Democratic Convention – got motion to declare war a failure and to begin immediate peace negotiations 

· Declared a persona non grata by Democratic party

· 1867 – shot while demonstrating how a person could have accidentally shot and killed himself – died

May 10th 
“Stonewall” Jackson dies

· May 4th had left arm amputated

· By May 6th, up, alert and responding well

· Called the operation a “blessing from God”

· 2 days later, possible internal bleeding developed nausea

· mercury, with antimony and opium, administered
· developed ‘fever’
· "I see from the number of physicians that you think my condition dangerous, but I thank God, if it is His will, that I am ready to go."
· Sunday: stated that he always wanted to die on the Sabbath
· 3:15 pm – giving order to A.P. Hill – stopped and stated:
· “Let us cross over the river and rest under the shade of the trees.”

May 17th  
Lee reorganizes Army of Potomac

· Changed oversized 2 corps into 3

· Reasons for invading North

· PGT Beauregard’s plan

· Longstreet also had a plan

June 3rd 
Lee moves to 2nd invasion of the Union

· Moves out Longstreet’s and Ewell’s Corps

· Leaves Hill behind for diversion

· Union observation balloons report movement

· Cavalry patrols see the dust of moving columns

· Hooker does not move out until around the 8th 

· Lee does not know that Hooker is on the move

June 9th
Battle of Brandy Station

· Mostly cavalry – largest engagement of the war

· Stuart [CSA] vs Pleasonton [Union]

· Apogee of CSA dominance 

· Union withdrew only after superior numbers drove them back

· Considered a draw tactically

· A Union victory professionally and morally 

June 13th – 15th  
2nd Battle of Winchester

· CSA Ewell and II Corps vs Union Brig Gen Robert Hutson Milroy

· Felt he could hold out indefinitely

· Believed CSA were a raiding party

· Union intelligence still stating that objective was Pittsburgh

· CSA captured 2,400 Union troops, Milroy escaped north
· Opens the entire valley for invasion

June 13th – 25th 
several more minor battles of campaign

· Hooker generally knows that CSA moving north

· Arguing daily with Lincoln and Halleck as what to do

· Lee still does not believe that Union forces on move

June 25th
Lee authorizes Stuart to independent action

· Authorizes his 3rd ride around the Union troops

· Designed to disrupt communications

· Instill fear in Washington and Baltimore

· Capture Union stores
· Inflict damage whenever possible

· To meet up with Ewell in Harrisburg 

· IT DID NOT DEPRIEVE LEE OF ALL CSA CAVALRY

· STILL HAD AROUND 8,000 LEFT UNDER TWO COMMANDS

· IT WAS NOT THAT HE DID NOT HAVE ANYONE ELSE

· IT WAS THAT HE HAD HUGE FAITH AND RESULTING DEPENDENCY ON STUART

June 26-27
Battle of Portland (Harbor), Maine. 
· U.S.S.R.C. Caleb Cushing and the C.S.S. Archer. 

· Archer captured about one dozen fishing vessels

· Crew captured and ships burned by Union navy

· Namesake for US politician that formalized trade treaty with China and later with Admiral Perry in Japan
June 26th
General Early’s Division marches through Gettysburg
· Some units of Ewell’s went on to Carlisle Barracks

· Gordon went to Wrightsville in order to secure bridge

· Goal was to go to Harrisburg

· Was the longest wooden  bridge in the world

· Story of the fire in the hamlet

· Furthest invasion into Northern territory during the war

June 28th
Lincoln fires Hooker

· Replaced by George Gordon Meade

· Thought he was being arrested when awoken

· Did not want it and told Lincoln to appoint Reynolds

· Immediately formalized plans to counter Lee

· Pipe Creek Circular
June 29th 
Lee finally finds out Union army is north of Potomac

· The scout Henry Thomas Harrison finds out
· Actually a spy

· Was captured in March but talked way out of it

· Returned to Washington to get married

· Honeymoons in NYC 

· Lee stated “…Meade will commit no blunder in my front, and if I make one, he will haste to take advantage of it.”
· Lee orders all troops to converge on Gettysburg
· Except Stuart – as no one knows where he is
June 30th 
Lead elements of Heth’s Division encounter cavalry

· Believe it to be local militia

· Seek permission to go into town the next day

Vicksburg 

Beginning on May 18th, Vicksburg had been under continuous pressure from the armies under US Grant.
· Several battles pushing back CSA forces into Vicksburg

· To keep army of Albert Sydney Johnston and NB Forrest away

· CSA President Jefferson Davis thought it could hold out

· Diversionary raid of Union Benjamin Grierson

· Complete Union control of Mississippi

· Last major CSA fortification in the west
· Mentioned in “Anaconda Plan” of Halleck

· Nine mile links of fortifications

· 131 cannon along defensive line

· 30+ along river fortifications

· 30,000 man army under Major General John Clifford Pemberton

· 50,000 man army under Major General US Grant

On May 19th – Grant had Sherman launch an attack on lines

· Reasoned that wait any longer – CSA would get stronger

· Reasoned that wait any longer – Union would get weaker

· Wanted to avoid a lengthy siege

· Entering into Summer in Mississippi

· Malaria, dysentery and Yellow Fever

· Heat and related illnesses 

· Grant thought that Union losses now would be less than inflicted on his forces as the result of an extended campaign

· 1,000 Union casualties from failed assault

· Nominal for CSA

· Second failed attempt on May 22nd with same results

· May 22nd, Brig. General Andrew Hickenlooper 
· Began digging 45’ tunnel to CSA lines called White House

· Occupied by the 3rd Louisiana

· Recruited 150 men, most coal miners, worked 12 hr shifts

· Built sap-rollers, gabions, fascines for protection

· Sap-rollers all catching on fire by 5/20

· Began digging that day

· Union made wooden “Coehorn mortars”

· http://www.cwartillery.org/ve/mortar.html 

· CSA arranged a truce on 5/22 to remove Union dead 

· Allowed Hickenlooper time to study ground

· By 5/22, mine done, but CSA heard digging and began their own

· Union placed 2,200 lbs of gun powder in three locations

· 1500 hrs powder detonated

· Crater formed 35’ wide x 12’ deep

· Killed all CSA miners and 50 other troops

· Created artificial fortifications for CSA troops

· CSA rolled smoothbore shells down embankment

· Rolled 125 lb barrel of gun powder with 15 second fuse

Conditions as to residents of Vicksburg bad
Conditions for soldiers worse

· Ate almost all their horses and mules

· Boiling wall paper for soup

· Had to sit in trenches in 90 – 100 degree heat/humidity

· Constant shelling and sharpshooter fire

· Rations were ½ or less than normal

· Troops becoming emaciated

· Weakness from malnutrition and disease

· July 1st – Union detonated a 2nd mine even bigger

· Pemberton holds a council of war as to possibly fighting way out

· Vote that army not capable of fighting

· July 3rd – Pemberton asks for terms of surrender 

· Grant initially states Unconditional Surrender

· Rethinks and agrees to parole of entire army

· July 4th, Pemberton marches out remnants of his army

· Surrender at an oak tree outside Vicksburg

· Union 10,142; CSA 9,091 plus 29,500 surrendered

· Mississippi open to US forces

· CSA cut in two pieces with critical loss in many ways

· Pemberton relieved of command and reduced in rank

· Vilified after the war

· Grant escalated to God-like status

· Emergence of Sherman, Ord, Porter, Farragut and Sheridan

· Lincoln takes notice

July 9th, surrender of Port Hudson opens up entire length of Mississippi

July 10th – 11th 
Battery Wagner [South Carolina]
· 54th Mass Colored Infantry – Col Robert Gould Shaw

· 272 / 600 casualties including Shaw

· 1989 film Glory
· 3rd NY Light Artillery supported assault

· Including Companies K – M

· "The Fifty-fourth did well and nobly. . . . They moved up as gallantly as any troops could, and with their enthusiasm they deserved a better fate."
--Edward L. Pierce, correspondent for the New York Tribune, 

to Governor John A. Andrew, July 22, 1863 

July 13 – 16
NYC Draft Riots

· Estimated 50,000 mob

· Immigrant whites organizers

· 120 people killed by either side

· $2 million damage

· Troops returning from Gettysburg restored order

· Riots also in Troy, Boston, Portsmouth and Wooster [Ohio]

August 8th 
Robert E. Lee offers resignation to Jefferson Davis

August 10th
 President Lincoln meets with Frederick Douglass

Aug 21st 
Battle of Lawrence [Kansas]


“Lawrence Massacre”

· CSA Lt. Col. William Clark Quantrill  

· Force of 400 “partisans”

· Killed 143 men and boys
· Hacked and mutilated for public display

· Burned down 80 buildings

· Federal retaliation swift and severe

· Forced out all residents of 3 border counties in Kansas

· 20,000 displaced and everything burned

· “Bloody Bill” Anderson, Frank & Jesse James, Cole & Jim Younger

· May 10th 1865, shot and mortally wounded by Union raiders

· Died June 6 at age of 27  
Aug 29th 
First test of CSS Hunley results in sinking, 
Charleston Harbor with loss of entire crew

Sept 18 – 20 
Chickamauga 

· CSA Braxton Bragg and Army of Tennessee
· Union William S. Rosecrans 

· Initially superior Union firepower neutralized CSA attempts

· Rosecrans mismanaged troops allowing Longstreet to penetrate

· Union Maj General George Henry “Pap” Thomas

· The Rock of Chickamauga 

· Refused to yield despite being outnumbered and held off CSA to cover the Union withdrawal to Chattanooga
· 16,170 Union; 18,454 CSA 
· Chattanooga now under siege and being starved out

Oct 15th 
CSS Hunley sank for a 2nd time

· 3rd prototype of CSA

· CSS Pioneer – scuttled

· CSS American Diver – sank in tow

· CSS Hunley

· August 21st sinks in tow in 42 feet of water with loss of one crew member

· Inventor / namesake along with 7 others perished in 56 feet of water – sea cock was left open
· Craft recovered and 3rd crew volunteered to man her

Oct 24th
Lincoln reorganizes army and makes Grant in charge of all armies west of Appalachian Mountains

· Fires Rosecrans and drives on Chattanooga
· Establishes the “Cracker Line”

· Begins multiple operations to end siege

Nov 19th 
Gettysburg Address
· Dedication of National Cemetery

· Initially plan of Theodore Dimon

· Stolen by David Wills

· Created for Union dead that families could not ship home

· Edward Everett principal speaker – 2 hours 
· President Lincoln the 3rd choice as the second speaker

· Asked only to give a few words

· Spoke less than 3 minutes

· Stated to Everett that he felt it was not that good or well received

Four score and seven years ago our fathers brought forth on this continent a new nation, conceived in liberty and dedicated to the proposition that all men are created equal. Now we are engaged in a great civil war, testing whether that nation or any nation so conceived and so dedicated can long endure. We are met on a great battlefield of that war. We have come to dedicate a portion of that field as a final resting-place for those who here gave their lives that that nation might live. It is altogether fitting and proper that we should do this. But in a larger sense, we cannot dedicate, we cannot consecrate, we cannot hallow this ground. The brave men, living and dead who struggled here have consecrated it far above our poor power to add or detract. The world will little note nor long remember what we say here, but it can never forget what they did here. It is for us the living rather to be dedicated here to the unfinished work which they who fought here have thus far so nobly advanced. It is rather for us to be here dedicated to the great task remaining before us--that from these honored dead we take increased devotion to that cause for which they gave the last full measure of devotion--that we here highly resolve that these dead shall not have died in vain, that this nation under God shall have a new birth of freedom, and that government of the people, by the people, for the people shall not perish from the earth.

· Sherman arrives with 4 divisions and does repeated actions

· Missionary Ridge 

· Lookout Mountain taken

· 1200’ elevation

· Hooker told to make a demonstration only [has 3 divisions]

· Main attack to come from Sherman

· Braxton Bragg has Maj General Carter Littlepage Stevenson w/ 3 brigades [paroled from Vicksburg as were his troops]
· One brigade just stands up and assaults a rifle pit at base of mountain
· When captured they do not stop and ascend mountain

· Grant sees then and wants to know who they are and who ordered it

· Take mountain w/ 81 kia, 550 w

Ulysses S. Grant: "The Battle of Lookout Mountain is one of the romances of the war. There was no such battle and no action even worthy to be called a battle on Lookout Mountain. It is all poetry.”
· Union defeats one of the two largest armies of CSA

· Depot for Sherman in 1864

· Now hold the west and the south [Anaconda]

· The most photographed location of the entire war

Dec 2nd 
Belle Boyd released from a Federal prison in Washington

· Reputed but never proven to be a CSA spy

· Began when she was 17

· “ample amount of womanly charms”

· “best pair of legs in the Confederacy”

· Shot / killed a Union soldier

· Charmed her way out during the trial and found Not Guilty

· Has typhoid fever

· Banned from ALL Federal territory

· Went to England to recuperate 

December
Davis fires Bragg and makes him his    personal military advisor


Replaces him with Joseph Johnston [Army of Tennessee] 

1864

Jan 11
US Senator John B Henderson [Missouri] proposes joint resolution to abolish slavery – groundwork for 13th Amendment

The thirteenth amendment to the Constitution of the United States was proposed to the legislatures of the several States by the Thirty-eighth Congress, on the 31st day of January, 1865, and was declared, in a proclamation of the Secretary of State, dated the 18th of December, 1865, to have been ratified by the legislatures of twenty-seven of the thirty-six States. The dates of ratification were: Illinois, February 1, 1865; Rhode Island, February 2, 1865; Michigan, February 2, 1865; Maryland, February 3, 1865; New York, February 3, 1865; Pennsylvania, February 3, 1865; West Virginia, February 3, 1865; Missouri, February 6, 1865; Maine, February 7, 1865; Kansas, February 7, 1865; Massachusetts, February 7, 1865; Virginia, February 9, 1865; Ohio, February 10, 1865; Indiana, February 13, 1865; Nevada, February 16, 1865; Louisiana, February 17, 1865; Minnesota, February 23, 1865; Wisconsin, February 24, 1865; Vermont, March 9, 1865; Tennessee, April 7, 1865; Arkansas, April 14, 1865; Connecticut, May 4, 1865; New Hampshire, July 1, 1865; South Carolina, November 13, 1865; Alabama, December 2, 1865; North Carolina, December 4, 1865; Georgia, December 6, 1865. 

Ratification was completed on December 6, 1865. 

The amendment was subsequently ratified by Oregon, December 8, 1865; California, December 19, 1865; Florida, December 28, 1865 (Florida again ratified on June 9, 1868, upon its adoption of a new constitution); Iowa, January 15, 1866; New Jersey, January 23, 1866 (after having rejected the amendment on March 16, 1865); Texas, February 18, 1870; Delaware, February 12, 1901 (after having rejected the amendment on February 8, 1865); Kentucky, March 18, 1976 (after having rejected it on February 24, 1865). 

The amendment was rejected (and not subsequently ratified) by Mississippi, December 4, 1865.

Jan 11, 1864 – US Government seized Arlington House and put it up for public auction.  Had send letter to Robert E. Lee that they could pay off the back taxes and keep house – if taxes paid in person.


House had been seized early in war and was officer’s quarters for those serving in and around Washington.


House was purchased by a tax commissioner for “government use, for war, military, charitable and educational purposes….”

          June 14th – house and 1,100 acres appropriated by Brigadier General Montgomery C. Meigs – Quartermaster General for all Union forces -  for use as a military cemetery.  


Meigs was a person friend of Lee and had served with him in the Engineers Corps


Intention was to render grounds uninhabitable for Lee family should they ever return.  Built a huge vault in rose garden containing the remains of 1,800 Bull Run casualties buried on the field.


In October that year, he buried his son – 1st Lt. John Rodgers Meigs within yards of the mansion when he was killed at Swift Run Gap, Virginia. 


Upon his death, he along with wife and his father were all buried adjacent to the son.  


Now known as Arlington National Cemetery




Feb 7th
CSA Congress authorizes the enrollment of blacks as military laborers – free or slaves

Feb 9th
President Lincoln sits for several photographers and photos

· Including one on US $5.00 bill
Feb 9th
109 Union officers escape from Libby Prison

· Libby & Son Ship Chandlers & Grocers warehouse
· Downtown Richmond
· 1,200 prisoners held in 150’ by 100’ 3-story building
· Packed in 8 rooms

William Tecumseh Sherman    1820 – 1891

· Man responsible for concept of “Total War”

· Taking the war to the populace

· Quite possibly a racist

· Yet was fair to them and too fair to surrendering CSA forces at end of war.  Lincoln was so upset that he had to send Grant down to re-write the treaty signed.

Casualties in the Civil War 

        At least 618,000 Americans died in the Civil War, and some experts say the toll reached 700,000. The number that is most often quoted is 620,000. At any rate, these casualties exceed the nation's loss in all its other wars, from the Revolution through Iraq. 3% of the population was a casualty.

In dollars and cents, the U.S. government estimated Jan. 1863 that the war was costing $2.5 million daily. A final official estimate in 1879 totaled $6,190,000,000. The Confederacy spent perhaps $2,099,808,707. By 1906 another $3.3 billion already had been spent by the U.S. government on Northerners' pensions and other veterans' benefits for former Federal soldiers. Southern states and private philanthropy provided benefits to the Confederate veterans. The amount spent on benefits eventually well exceeded the war's original cost
        The Union armies had from 2,500,000 to 2,750,000 men. Their losses, by the best estimates:

        The leading authority on casualties of the war, Thomas L. Livermore, admitting the handicap of poor records in some cases, studied 48 of the war's battles and concluded: 
        Of every 1,000 Federals in battle, 112 were wounded.
        Of every 1,000 Confederates, 150 were hit.
        Mortality was greater among Confederate wounded, because of inferior medical service.

        The Appomattox campaign, about ten days of running battles ending April 9, 1865, cost the Union about 11,000 casualties, and ended in the surrender of Lee's remnant of 26,765. Confederate dead and wounded in the meantime were about 6,500.
        Lesser battles are famous for their casualties. At Franklin, Tennessee, November 30, 1864, General Hood's Confederates lost over 6,000 of 21,000 effectives -most of them in about two hours. Six Confederate generals died there.
        Hood lost about 8,ooo men in his assault before Atlanta, July 22, 1864; Sherman's Union forces lost about 3,800.
        The small battle of Wilson's Creek, Missouri, August 10, 1861, was typical of the savagery of much of the war's fighting. The Union force Of 5,400 men lost over 1,200; the Confederates, over 11,000 strong, lost about the same number.
        The first battle of Manassas/Bull Run, though famous as the first large engagement, was relatively light in cost: 2,708 for the Union, 1,981 for the Confederates.
        The casualty rolls struck home to families and regiments.
        The Confederate General, John B. Gordon, cited the case of the Christian family, of Christiansburg, Virginia, which suffered eighteen dead in the war.
        The 1st Maine Heavy Artillery, in a charge at Petersburg, Virginia, 18 June, 1864, sustained a "record" loss of the war-635 of its 9oo men within seven minutes.
        Another challenger is the 26th North Carolina, which lost 714, of its 800 men at Gettysburg-in numbers and percentage the war's greatest losses. On the first day this regiment lost 584 dead and wounded, and when roll was called the next morning for G Company, one man answered, and he had been knocked unconscious by a shell burst the day before. This roll was called by a sergeant who lay on a stretcher with a severe leg wound.
        The 24th Michigan, a gallant Federal regiment which was in front of the North Carolinians on the first day, lost 362 of its 496 men.
        More than 3,000 horses were killed at Gettysburg, and one artillery battalion, the 9th Massachusetts, lost 80 of its 88 animals in the Trostle farmyard.
        A brigade from Vermont lost 1,645 Of its 2,100 men during a week of fighting in the Wilderness.
        The Irish Brigade, Union, had a total muster Of 7,000 during the war, and returned to New York in '65 with 1,000. One company was down to seven men. The 69th New York of this brigade lost 16 of 19 officers, and had 75 per cent casualties among enlisted men.
        In the Irish Brigade, Confederate, from Louisiana, Company A dwindled from 90 men to 3 men and an officer in March, '65. Company B went from 100 men to 2.
        Experts have pointed out that the famed Light Brigade at Balaklava lost only 36.7 per cent of its men, and that at least 63 Union regiments lost as much as 50 per cent in single battles. At Gettysburg 23 Federal regiments suffered losses of more than half their strength, including the well-known Iron Brigade (886 of 1,538 engaged).
        Many terrible casualty tolls were incurred in single engagements, like that of the Polish Regiment of Louisiana at Frayser's Farm during the Seven Days, where the outfit was cut to pieces and had to be consolidated with the 20th Louisiana. In this action one company of the Poles lost 33 of 42 men.
        One authority reports that Of 3,530 Indians who fought for the Union, 1,018 were killed, a phenomenally high rate. Of 178,975 Negro Union troops, this expert says, over 36,000 died.
