Chapter 1

Is the scientific study of crime, criminals, and criminal behavior.

Criminologists:

Not only identify crime problems, but also analyze, interpret and systematically organize the relevant data.

Criminologists in the typical definition are a specialized entity of professionals.

I also state that all police should be criminologists.

Criminology and the Scientific Approach

· Objectivity  


Refers to the ability and willingness on the part of the student or researcher to study the subject matter of a given field without prejudice or bias.

· But we are humans and we all have prejudices and biases.  

· Can we eliminate these feelings and preconceived conditions?

· This is particularly important when it comes to the research part as if they are not controlled, you will format the data accrued to reflect that what it is you believe in, versus that which the information portrays.

· Factual Data and Precision



It has to be factual and not personal beliefs or speculation. Involves maintaining a high degree of accuracy in the collection and analysis of data. Must develop a research design which defines all aspects and particulars of the method for collection of data.

· Verification and Appraisal 


Outside sources have to agree as to what it is you are 
attempting to claim. 
Criminological Perspectives 

There are three main theoretical perspectives as to the causes of crime:

1. Functionalist or Consensus Perspective



….stresses social factors that reinforce cooperation 
and harmony in society 








We function within the law in proper manners because of 
the positive influence that an accepted society has upon us.


We do not commit crimes because it is not condoned in our 
society

Criminal Behavior:  


[Text; pg 11] Crimes are perceived as acts that violate the accepted legal code of the jurisdiction within which they occur.  That is, behavior is “not a crime unless it is prohibited by the criminal law [that] is defined conventionally as a body of specific rules regarding human conduct which have been promulgated by political authority, which apply uniformly to all members of the classes to which the rules refer and which are enforced by punishment administered by the state”.  


Criminal Behavior: is any behavior that is in violation of the



   criminal law.

2.  The Conflict Perspective


Is based on the theory that many groups  have conflicting 
social values and that these value conflicts are the basis of 
much crime.

· Conflict, rather than consensus or agreement, is the normative for society.

· The different groups within society compete for wealth, scarce resources, high social status and power.  

· This desire leads to strife and conflict which often times lead to deviant and criminal behavior.

· This theory states that those with the power make the rules and as a result, tend to inhibit those who do not have.  These groups decide what are the social norms for a society; those patterns of positive and accepted expected behavior.

· Conflict Perspective rejects the premise that laws serve to protect and benefit everyone; that there is equal application.

3.  The Interactionist Perspective 


Focuses on social behavior from the standpoint of the 
individuals involved in day-to-day interaction.

· Defines criminal behavior as a product of social learning.

· People learn non-criminal and criminal ideas and behaviors from others through the ongoing process of symbolic interaction – the use of words, gestures, and actions to communicate the meaning of events, situations and behavior.

Survey Research

· Respondent may not answer the same on similar questions

· Unconscious bias of the investigator may affect his or her questions.  This data will support [inaccurate] predetermined conclusions.

· Information obtained is raw data and requires interpretation.

Survey Research – The Interview


An interview is a face-to-face conversation between two or more people, or one that can also be done over the telephone, for the purpose of obtaining information.


The person conducting the interview – an interviewer – asks the person being interviewed – the respondent –predetermined questions [sometimes called a script], usually with specific answers to select from to eliminate outside variables.

While this is more time consuming, the advantages are:

1. The problem of the survey being disregarded is eliminated.

2. More specific, personal or intimate questions can be asked by the interviewer.

3. The respondent is allowed to ask questions to the interviewer and, allows the interviewer to reword in order to eliminate misunderstanding in order to complete the survey.  


These selected people interviewed are taken from an area called a population – a specific group targeted in relation to that survey.  For our survey, our target population will be people associated with the Fulton Campus of Cayuga Community College and I will provide the script.

The Uniform Crime Report


The Uniform Crime Report, commonly called the UCR, is statistical data of specific reported criminal offenses compiled by every law enforcement agency in the United States and sent in to the Federal Bureau of Investigation.  It is broken down into two categories:



    Part I Offenses

1. Criminal Homicide

2. Forcible Rape

3. Robbery

4. Aggravated Assault

5. Burglary

6. Larceny-theft

7. Motor Vehicle Theft

8. Arson 



    Part II Offenses


All other criminal offenses

Part I Offenses

· Criminal homicide ―a.) Murder and non-negligent manslaughter: the willful (non-negligent) killing of one human being by another. Deaths caused by negligence, attempts to kill, assaults to kill, suicides, and accidental deaths are excluded. The Program classifies justifiable homicides separately and limits the definition to: (1) the killing of a felon by a law enforcement officer in the line of duty; or (2) the killing of a felon, during the commission of a felony, by a private citizen. b.) Manslaughter by negligence: the killing of another person through gross negligence. Traffic fatalities are excluded.
· Forcible rape ―The carnal knowledge of a female forcibly and against her will. Rapes by force and attempts or assaults to rape, regardless of the age of the victim, are included. Statutory offenses (no force used ―victim under age of consent) are excluded.
· Robbery ―The taking or attempted taking of anything of value from the care, custody, or control of a person or persons by force or threat of force or violence and/or by putting the victim in fear.
· Aggravated assault ―An unlawful attack by one person upon another for the purpose of inflicting severe or aggravated bodily injury. This type of assault usually is accompanied by the use of a weapon or by means likely to produce death or great bodily harm. Simple assaults are excluded.
· Burglary (breaking or entering) ―The unlawful entry of a structure to commit a felony or a theft. Attempted forcible entry is included.
· Larceny-theft (except motor vehicle theft) ―The unlawful taking, carrying, leading, or riding away of property from the possession or constructive possession of another. Examples are thefts of bicycles or automobile accessories, shoplifting, pocket-picking, or the stealing of any property or article that is not taken by force and violence or by fraud. Attempted larcenies are included. Embezzlement, confidence games, forgery, worthless checks, etc., are excluded.
· Motor vehicle theft ―The theft or attempted theft of a motor vehicle. A motor vehicle is self-propelled and runs on land surface and not on rails. Motorboats, construction equipment, airplanes, and farming equipment are specifically excluded from this category.
· Arson ―Any willful or malicious burning or attempt to burn, with or without intent to defraud, a dwelling house, public building, motor vehicle or aircraft, personal property of another, etc.

Ch 5 – Psychological Explanations for Crime

Psychiatric perspective – criminals are viewed as “SICK”


is this true – are all criminals sick?

Neurotic – a person who is less seriously mentally ill

 

- an unstable person



- a mental and emotional disorder that affects only 


part of the personality, is accompanied by a less 



distorted perception of reality than in a psychosis, 


does not result in disturbance of the use of language, 


and is accompanied by various physical, physiological, 


and mental disturbances (as visceral symptoms, 



anxieties, or phobias) 

Psychotic – person who is more seriously mentally ill

· fundamental derangement of the mind 
(schizophrenia) characterized by defective or lost contact with reality especially as evidenced by delusions, hallucinations, and disorganized speech and behavior 

· 90% of all people diagnosed with a disorder are not violent or criminal

· Incarcerated criminals - approximately 5 – 10% are psychotic

              This will include the 9.41 of Mental Health Law incarceration

· All incarcerated – 16% are mentally disordered

· The Forensic Unit of a jail 

Behavioral Reasons


Social Learning Theory – people learn aggressive behavior 
in the same way they learn other social behavior – 
socialization.

· Claims that all human behavior, including criminal, is learned.

· They view criminal behavior, including aggressive and violent behavior, as a learned response to social conditions and life situations. 

· A person is not born with the ability to behave violently; rather, people learn aggressiveness through their life experiences

· Children learn violent behavior as the observe role models, imitate these models, and act out their roles

· Whether children learn violent behavior depends on the extent to which role models are violent or non-violent

· Who were your role models?

Violence In Media



“I’ll murder ya……………….”

By the time a child finishes elementary school – - he will have witnessed over 8,000 murders and over 100,000 acts of violence!

· >2/3 of all children’ shows have humorous acts of violence

· 5% of all violence have the offender punished for anti-social behavior

· 18% of all PBS shows have violence

· Premium Cable – 85%

· Basic Cable 59%

· Independent Broadcast Stations 55%

· Broadcast Networks 44%

· They all claim the children act in ways in which they watch on television

· So what was your favorite show growing up?
Crimes of Violence

National Crime Victimization Survey – NCVS

- persons 12 and older experience 24 million crimes each year

Of that – 5.7 million consist of violent crimes

For every 1,000 people aged 12 and over – there occur annually


- 1 rape or sexual assault


- 2 assaults with injury


- 3 robberies

Reported six murders per 100,000 people

About ½ of all violent crimes are reported to police

· Is this number alarming and why?

· Recall the UCR definitions of all the above………..

More assault facts

· The NCVS reports that there are 3.5 million simple assaults/year

· They also report 1.2 million aggravated assaults

· With around 900,000 reported to law enforcement per the UCR

· 28% of aggravated assaults are committed with firearms

· Knives & cutting instruments in 18%

· Blunt objects in 36%

· Human in the remaining 

· 43% in the south

· 
North(east) has only around 15%

· 56% nationwide clearance rate with law enforcement

· Resulting in approximately 500,000 arrests

· Whites make up 64% of those arrested

· 
Blacks 34%

· 80% of those arrested are male

· Juveniles involved in 12%

Crimes in the workplace


Could this also include crimes in the school?

· An average of 1.7 million violent victimizations [to be made a victim] were committed against people who were at work or on duty

· Accounts for 18% of all violent crime nationwide

· 17% of all deaths in the workplace are homicides!



- second only to being hit by a vehicle while at work

· 95% of these were for aggravated or simple assault

· Remaining would be murder, rape and other violent sex crimes

Some reasons for violence in the workplace / school

Individual Characteristics


Includes feelings of helplessness and isolation, life 
stressors such as illness or divorce, paranoid personality or 
thinking patterns, and substance abuse.

Precipitating Events

Includes incidents of harassment by fellow workers / 
students or supervisors [instructors / staff], job change, 
job termination…

Question – could we substitute changes in the classroom and 


failing grades or expulsion from a class?

System Characteristics

This refers to the way the organization traditionally responds to such precipitating events as change, stress and crisis.  At-risk organizations ignore early warning signals, are purely reactive in crisis situations that underlie conflict and violence. 
Some data to back up the proceeding………

People at work experience violent crimes at the rate of 13 / 1,000

· Simple assault rate of 9 / 1,000 is four times that of any other crime

· You are more likely to be the victim of a violent crime than a simple one!

· 2/3 of all aggravated assaults are committed against males

· Highest among whites 



- some 86% of all aggravated assaults



- 89% of all simple assaults

How could we interpret these crime stats?


Is this campus proactive or reactive?

· 13 students or faculty/staff could be the victim of a violent crime

· At least 9 could be the victim of an additional simple assault

· 23 people on this campus could experience a violent crime or one with injury to take place against them 

· And as this is based on NCVS stats, with only ½ of all violent crime and 58% of aggravated or simple assaults reported to police – that number of 23 is doubled to 46?  Maybe to 53?

· Would you state that 53 people on this campus as the true possible number as being a victim is too high?  Is it a safe stat you can accept?

Safety in the Workplace / school


……or as we will call it:

· 
Safety in Cayuga Community College

· 35% of employees in one nationwide survey reported being the victim of harassment, threatened with violence or the victim of a simple assault.

· {35% of this campus is more than the total number of people we polled}

· This does not count for sexual harassment as that is a civil suit and investigation – although could result from a criminal incident such as forcible touching, sexual abuse or harassment.

· The US Department of Justice reports that hate crimes and hate speech are on the rise of all US colleges and universities

· Domestic violence carries over onto the campus and does not fall under the category of serious or violent crimes

· Gender violence is increasing nationwide

· We have demonstrated the potential for violence on this campus 

· We are not proactive – but at-risk

Conflict 


– is a product of social interaction and an effort to resolve a 
  decision-making impasse.

Nationwide Poll on Domestic Violence -  [Women only polled]

· 34% of the US population has witnessed a man beating his 
spouse

· 14% of the women sampled had indicated that it happened 
to them

· 87% of those sampled indicated that the beating of women

Spouse Assault – is assault against one’s own spouse 

– husband or wife


NYS includes boyfriend – girlfriend [Intimate Partner]




  ex-husband and wife




  former boyfriend and girlfriend





two months dating or had sex once



called a domestic relationship



heterosexual – no homosexual relationships recognized

Women are usually on the receiving end of the worst violence 

· When there is a fight between a domestic partner – female is usually the loser in the fight

· Husband abuse is one of the most unreported crimes in the US



estimated 250,000 husbands severely beaten by wives

· Most researchers agree that women hit men as equal rates as men hitting a woman

· All agree that homicide rates are equal

· However – ‘they’ also state men have greater size, strength and aggressiveness and as a result they hit harder then women- causing more injury

· ¾ of the violence committed by women is in self-defense

· US Department of Justice cite annual rates of 960,000 to 3 million incidents per year committed by current or former significant other

· 31% of all women claim to have physically or sexually abused by s.o.

· Nearly 25 percent of American women report being raped and/or physically assaulted by a current or former spouse, cohabiting partner, or date at some time in their lifetime

·  Thirty percent of Americans say they know a woman who has been physically abused by her husband or boyfriend in the past year. 

· In the year 2001, more than half a million American women (588,490 women) were victims of nonfatal violence committed by an intimate partner 

· While women are less likely than men to be victims of violent crimes overall, women are five to eight times more likely than men to be victimized by an intimate partner 

· In 2001, intimate partner violence made up 20 percent of violent crime against women. The same year, intimate partners committed three percent of all violent crime against men 

· As many as 324,000 women each year experience intimate partner violence during their pregnancy 

· The most rapid growth in domestic relations caseloads is occurring in domestic violence filings. Between 1993 and 1995, 18 of 32 states with three year filing figures reported an increase of 20 percent or more.14 

· Women are seven to 14 times more likely than men to report suffering severe physical assaults from an intimate partner 

· On average, more than three women are murdered by their husbands or boyfriends in this country every day. In 2000, 1,247 women were killed by an intimate partner. The same year, 440 men were killed by an intimate partner. 

· Women are much more likely than men to be killed by an intimate partner. In 2000, intimate partner homicides accounted for 33.5 percent of the murders of women and less than four percent of the murders of men.

· Pregnant and recently pregnant women are more likely to be victims of homicide than to die of any other cause , and evidence exists that a significant proportion of all female homicide victims are killed by their intimate partners. 

· Research suggests that injury related deaths, including homicide and suicide, account for approximately one-third of all maternal mortality cases, while medical reasons make up the rest 

· health-related costs of rape, physical assault, stalking and homicide committed by intimate partners exceed $5.8 billion each year 

· Nearly one-fifth of women (18 percent) reported experiencing a completed or attempted rape at some time in their lives; 

· one in 33 men (three percent) reported experiencing a completed or attempted rape at some time in their lives 

Four primary explanations for rape:

1. Sociobiological View – an instinctive male drive developed over thousands of years that encourages men to have sexual relations with many women as a way favoring their genes while perpetuating the human species.  It is in the genes…..

2. Sociocultural View – stresses that rape is embedded in a cultural configuration that includes mail dominance and interpersonal violence.  You are what your culture is…..

3. Male socialization – rape is a function of the way males are socialized to be dominant in our culture.  Little boys are taught to be aggressive, tough and forceful, while little girls are taught to be dominated.  Women who are sexually aggressive threaten the male and in turn, may cause that male to rape to uphold their self-image.

4. Psychological Perspective – rapists are mentally ill or have a serious personality disorder. 

From this – criminologists claim there are three styles of rape:

1. Power Rape – rapist is usually insecure about his masculinity.  It is his attempt to show who the master is.  This is a sexual conquest and the male does not attempt to harm the victim.  The victim is sometimes held for lengthy periods and repeatedly raped.

2.
Anger Rape – rapist expresses his hostility toward women 
by selecting a victim and raping her.  Spontaneous, pent up 
anger results in a brutal assault on the female.  Goal is to 
hurt the female and the sex is secondary.  Male may not be 
aroused or even impotent, forcing the woman to perform 
fellatio and/ or sodomy.

3. Sadistic Rape – anger and power over the victim become eroticized.  Male gets pleasure out of tormenting, humiliating, sadistic treatment of female.  May result in death to female as she is seen as someone out of his past who “hurt” him.  Gets pleasure in her pain.

Orders Of Protection [OOP]


Purpose is to prohibit the offender from contacting the victim or their children, using physical abuse and the threat of physical abuse, or damaging personal property of the victim.


“Protective orders are successful in deterring repeated incidents of physical and psychological abuse among offenders who do not have a history of violent crime.”


They also report that 60% of all women with an OOP report an infraction of the order to the police or courts.

· What is a firearm?

    

A weapon, especially a pistol or rifle, capable of firing 


a projectile and using an explosive charge as a 



propellant.


  NYS DEC: §180.3 Definition of firearms. 



(a) The word firearm shall mean any gun or other 



instrument which by force of gunpowder or other 


explosive, or which by the force of a spring, air or 


other gas, expels a missile or projectile capable of 


killing, wounding or otherwise inflicting physical 



damage upon fish, wildlife or other animals.

(c) "Pistol" means a firearm intended to be aimed and 
  fired with one hand, and having a barrel length not 
 exceeding sixteen inches.

· For the purposes of the GFSA, the term “firearm” is defined in Section 921(a) of Title 18 of the United States Code. 

· According to Section 921(a), the following are included within the definition: 

· any weapon (including a starter gun) that will be, or is designed to or may readily be, converted to expel a projectile by the action of an explosive 

· the frame or receiver of any weapon described above

· any firearm muffler or firearm silencer 

· any destructive device, which includes: 

(a) any explosive, incendiary, or poison gas, including a  

(1) bomb, 

(2) grenade, 

    (3) rocket having a propellant charge of more 


than four ounces, 

    (4) missile having an explosive or incendiary 


charge of more than one-quarter ounce,

    (5) mine, or 

    (6) similar device 

(b) any weapon that will, or that may be readily 



converted to, expel a projectile by the action of 


an explosive or other propellant, and that has any 

barrel with a bore of more than one-half inch in 


diameter 

(c) any combination or parts either designed or 



intended for use in converting any device into any 

destructive device described in the two 



immediately preceding examples, and from which 


a destructive device may be readily assembled 

· According to Section 921, antique firearms are not included in the definition. In addition, we have been advised by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, and Firearms that Class-C common fireworks are not included in the definition of firearm. 

NY Penal Law § 265.00 Definitions
3. "Firearm" means (a) any pistol or revolver; or (b) a shotgun having one or more barrels less than eighteen inches in length; or (c) a rifle having one or more barrels less than sixteen inches in length; or (d) any weapon made from a shotgun or rifle whether by alteration, modification, or otherwise if such weapon as altered, modified, or otherwise has an overall length of less than twenty-six inches. For the purpose of this subdivision the length of the barrel on a shotgun or rifle shall be determined by measuring the distance between the muzzle and the face of the bolt, breech, or breechlock when closed and when the shotgun or rifle is cocked; the overall length of a weapon made from a shotgun or rifle is the distance between the extreme ends of the weapon measured along a line parallel to the center line of the bore. Firearm does not include an antique firearm.

11. "Rifle" means a weapon designed or redesigned, made or 
remade, and intended to be fired from the shoulder and 
designed or redesigned and made or remade to use the 
energy of the explosive in a fixed metallic cartridge to fire 
only a single projectile through a rifled bore for each single 
pull of the trigger.

12. "Shotgun" means a weapon designed or redesigned, made or 
remade, and intended to be fired from the shoulder and 
designed or redesigned and made or remade to use the 
energy of the explosive in a fixed shotgun shell to fire 
through a smooth bore either a number of ball shot or a 
single projectile for each single pull of the trigger.

1. "Machine-gun" means a weapon of any description, irrespective of size, by whatever name known, loaded or unloaded, from which a number of shots or bullets may be rapidly or automatically discharged from a magazine with one continuous pull of the trigger and includes a sub-machine gun. [These are technically legal at the Federal level but not at the State].

** Handguns are not defined under Firearms and Other Dangerous Weapons of Section 265.00

So ………….then what is not regulated?

· Pistol grip shotguns

· If it has a barrel length in excess of 18”

· It is designed to be held in the hand and not fired from the shoulder

· Slug guns – aka rifled shotguns

· If built or rebuilt with rifling

· Regardless of pistol grip

· Questionable as to barrel length due to NYS definition

· Fires a slug [usually 1.8 ounce] versus firing shot [pellets]

· Does not fall under rifle due to metallic cartridge rule

· Muskets

· §265.00(14) "Antique firearm" means: Any unloaded muzzle loading pistol or revolver with a matchlock, flintlock, percussion cap, or similar type of ignition system, or a pistol or revolver which uses fixed cartridges which are no longer available in the ordinary channels of commercial trade

Then what might be a legal, illegal gun in New York?

“New York Special Gun" as a general-purpose defensive arm for possession in NY: 
  

· Slug gun (aka shotgun originally manufactured with rifled barrel) 

· 18.5" rifled barrel 

· Folding stock 

· Pistol grip 

· Tritium ghost ring sights 

· Full-length magazine tube 

· Overall minimum length exceeding 26" 

· Sling with ammo loops

Handgun
A handgun is a hand-held firearm. 

Pistol
Depending on the context, the word "pistol" can have multiple meanings. Technically, pistol is synonymous with handgun, meaning a hand-held firearm of any type. In common conversation, and in this publication, the word "pistol" is used to refer to all handguns except revolvers.

Domestic Terrorism is defined as: Domestic terrorism refers to activities that involve acts dangerous to human life that are a violation of the criminal laws of the United States or of any state; appear to be intended to intimidate or coerce a civilian population; to influence the policy of a government by mass destruction, assassination, or kidnapping; and occur primarily within the territorial jurisdiction of the United States. [18 U.S.C. § 2331(5)] 

· A terrorist incident is a violent act or an act dangerous to human life, in violation of the criminal laws of the United States, or of any state, to intimidate or coerce a government, the civilian population, or any segment thereof, in furtherance of political or social objectives. 

· A terrorism prevention is a documented instance in which a violent act by a known or suspected terrorist group or individual with the means and a proven propensity for violence is successfully interdicted through investigative activity

Depressants – psychoactive substances that decrease or depress 



the functioning of the central nervous system



- reduce anxiety, stress and tension

Stimulants – psychoactive substances that increase the
