Native Americans



Iroquois [Confederacy] and other major tribes



Been here anywhere from 15,000 – 30,000 years by 1492

· Population in excess of Europe - around 70 million 

· Same as Europe – Black Death & wars


Different tribes and cultures

· Aztecs – 1100 – 1521 Mexico

· Kon Tiki  & Dr. Thor Heyerdahl
The Kon-Tiki Expedition (1947)
Heyerdahl  built a replica of the aboriginal balsa raft (named the "Kon-Tiki") to test his theories. In 1947, Heyerdahl and five companions left Callio, Peru and crossed 8000 km (4300 miles) in 101 days to reach Polynesia (Raroia atoll, Tuamotu Archipelago). Despite skepticism, the seaworthiness of the aboriginal raft was thus proven and showed that the ancient Peruvians could have reached Polynesia in this manner.

The RA Expeditions (1969-70)
Heyerdahl continued his research on ancient navigation and turned his attention to the ancient reed-boats made of papyrus. These boats were deemed insufficient to cross the Atlantic as the reeds were believed to become water-logged after less than two weeks on open water. Heyerdahl believed that contemporary science underestimated the ancient vessels and undertook to prove this by experiment. In 1969, he bought 12 tons of papyrus and worked with experts to construct an ancient-style vessel. The result was a 50’ boat which was launched at the old Phoenician port of Safi, Morocco. In the spirit of cooperation, Heyerdahl embarked under the UN flag with a crew of seven men from seven countries. The papyrus craft, Ra, sailed 3,100 miles (2700 nautical miles) in 56 days until storms and deficiencies in the construction caused the team to abandon their target only one week short of Barbados.
Ten months later, Heyerdahl tried the same voyage with the smaller (12 meter) Ra II. This vessel crossed the widest part of the Atlantic 3,700 miles + (3270 nautical miles) in 57 days, from Safi to Barbados. Once again, this voyage showed that modern science under-estimated long-forgotten aboriginal technologies. The theory that Mediterranean vessels built prior to Columbus could not have crossed the Atlantic was thrown on its head.

Mesoamerica or Meso-America (Spanish: Mesoamérica):

 is a region and culture area in the Americas, extending approximately 
from central Mexico to Honduras and Nicaragua, within which a 
number of pre-Columbian societies flourished before the Spanish 
colonization of the Americas in the 15th and 16th centuries
Incas – Peru

· The Inca Empire was quite short-lived and no one really knows where they came from. It lasted just shy of 100 years, from ca.1438 AD, when the Inca ruler Pachacuti and his army began conquering lands surrounding the Inca heartland of Cuzco, until the coming of the Spaniards in 1532.

· 'all-weather highway system' with over 14,000 miles of Inca roads

· At its peak, Incan society had more than six million people

· The worst crimes in the Inca Empire were murder, insulting the Sapa Inca and saying bad things about gods. The punishment, being thrown off of a cliff, was enough to keep most people from committing these crimes. Adultery with a Sun Virgin wasn't worth it. The couple was tied up by their hands and feet to a wall and left to starve to death. If one made love to one of the Inca's wives, they would be hung on a wall naked and left to starve. Smaller crimes were punished by the chopping off of the hands and feet or the gouging of the eyes.

Of all the various groups of Native Americans in the northeastern United States and southeastern Canada, none are more famous than the Six Nations that comprises the Iroquois Confederacy. Formed around 1142, the confederacy, or Iroquois League was originally comprised of five tribes. Starting from east to west, they were the Mohawk, Oneida, Onondaga, Cayuga and the Seneca. In the early 1700s, the sixth tribe, the Tuscarora migrated from North Carolina to the border regions between New York and Pennsylvania, and united with the original five tribes into one cohesive alliance. 

Known amongst themselves as the "Hodinoshone" or “Haudehosaunee” - "People of the Long House", the Iroquois League dominated all its neighbors, drawing strength from its unity. From earliest times, the unity of the Iroquois was symbolized by a wampum belt fashioned in a pattern that has become known as "Hiawatha's Belt". Wampum, it should be mentioned, was a trading currency based upon small shells tied together into strings or entire picture tableaus.  Iroquois name for Hiawatha is Ayenwatha. 
"Hiawatha's Belt" was composed of five figures. In the center was what some have described as a heart, to others it was a great or sacred tree under which the Iroquois met in council. On either side of the central device were two differently sized squares. The squares were connected to each other and to the central device by a narrow band. 
The Iroquois Confederacy


The symbolism is quite clear. The five devices represent the five original tribes. From left to right they represent the Seneca, the keepers of the Western Door; the Cayuga, the "people of the marsh" and "keepers of the Great Pipe"; The Onondaga, who were the "name bearers" who kept the wampum belt that contained the history of the Iroquois; the Oneida, the "stone people" symbolized by the Great Tree; and lastly the Mohawk, the "keepers of the eastern door".

Colonization – Spain the New World


Pope had tremendous powers in all affairs of state/law

the reconquista 
– The right to spread Christianity 
· Land pirates/plunderers – not explorers

· Have to remember the role of the Pope in Europe

· Catholicism ruled supreme

· Pope Innocent IV established torture rules

· Explain some of the methods and policy

· Clerical investigative technique of Compurgation [two friends would go in front of a panel of priests and swear as to the innocence of the accused] & the Ordeal.  Within this, there were three separate levels or applications.  The first was the Ordeal of Cold Water, in which the accused was forced to drink a cup of Holy Water.  He would then be taken to a still body of water and thrown into it.  If he sank he was innocent and [hopefully] retrieved prior to drowning.  If he floated, he was guilty and the sentence for the crime inflicted.  This form of “police work” did not account for one’s natural buoyancy or one’s inability to swim, simply guilty or innocent.  [The witch trial from Monty Python and the Holy Grail13 has been running through my mind now for days]. In level II was the Ordeal of the Hot Iron.  A person would have to carry a red-hot iron weighing one pound for a distance of nine feet.  His hands would then be bandaged for three days, at which time they would be removed and the healing of the wounds examined.  If healing, the person was innocent, if infected, guilty.  Level three was similar to that of the hot iron, but this time involved boiling water.  A person would have to insert an arm up to the wrist in a caldron of boiling water and hold it there for a specified amount of time.  Once removed, it would also be bandaged and the wound examined after three days with the same investigative conclusions as in #2.  If heresy involved, the person would have the ordeal tripled, by having to carry a three-pound weight or having to insert the arm up to the elbow.  Clergy were excused from this process by simply stating an oath to a bishop at the altar.  And if that were not conclusive, the accused cleric would have to consume a consecrated morsel and was told that if he choked, he was lying

In 1252 Pope Innocent IV authorized the use of torture to extract confessions, and burning to carry out the execution.27  His doctrine stated that a person who was tortured should confess to his crimes and at this time an official confession could be recorded.  To ensure that the person was not just confessing to stop the torture application, after allowing the person to rest for a few hours he should then be tortured once again to see if the identical confession is expressed and thus confirmed as the truth.  If the person confesses the same statements, the punishment would usually then be a death sentence; however there was a chance of it being lesser.  To encourage a person to confess, the inquisitor should tell the person that if he confesses, he would avoid death, but it was added that the “judge” would not have to adhere to such a promise.  Further, if he felt obliged to the statement, he should allow a second judge to administer the punishment sentence and thus avoid not keeping his word.  If the jurist felt that the person was lying even after the second application of torture, he should begin all over again and this time, inflict greater pain.

The de heretico comburendo of 1382 officially made the crime of heresy punishable by fire. The act of burning was intended to purify the soul and the removal of evil.
Aztec Empire - 1427 – 1521
Hernán Cortés de Monroy y Pizarro; aka Cortez (1485 – December 2, 1547)

Cortez landed in 1519 and wiped out entire nation in two years

· Called themselves Mexica
· “Egyptians of the west” as far as builders and sculptors 
· city of Tenochtitlan built on sacred body of water by making a great artificial island - today is in the center of Mexico City 
· Highly organized system of government

· Highly developed society

· A very warring society

· Used warfare for three purposes

1. conquered peoples introduced into Aztec society

2. for human sacrifice in temples

· 20,000 – 250,000/ year minimum

· highest during harvest time

· the fire god required a newly wed couple who would be thrown into a fire and just prior to their death would be removed and have their hearts cut out

· Now that is one hell of a wedding reception! 

· Tenochtitlan – 1487 – maybe 20,000 one day
3. as a food source

· sacrificed were also a food source – practiced more around their “Thanksgiving” time

· to supplement meat shortages

· Aztec Diet: protein rich pond scum cakes, insects, reptiles, beans, corn and maize, tropical fruits and vegetables, water fowl, armadillo, gopher, weasels, rattle snakes, mice, iguanas, deer, turkeys, dogs, fish, frogs, salamanders, fish eggs, water flies, water beetles, grasshoppers, ants, and worms

The Columbian Exchange

Europeans gave:

Horses, cattle, pigs, sheep, goats, donkeys, bees and mules
Wheat, sugar, barley, coffee, rice, dandelion

Turkeys


Maize, beans, peanuts, potatoes, squash, fruits, tomatoes, *others

Europeans also gave:

Smallpox, measles, plague, typhus, influenza, yellow fever, diphtheria and scarlet fever along with rats and cockroaches

Columbus crew returned with syphilis 
– Only in Americas for a few days
Spain would colonize the West Indies, Mexico and what is now Florida 
· Would have expeditions into the current southwest and California

· Went from Florida to Louisiana
· Disease and Indians drove them out – St. Augustine 
· Continued policy of ransacking and mass murder as set by Cortez 

· Ill-fated war with England would reduce her as a world power

· Spanish economy and financial base decimated as the result of Spanish policy, the Vatican and reconquista with their efforts against the Jews.  Basically eradicated them from all of Spain.  
· So severe were their actions that they were the first European holocaust 

· Hitler would recognize Spain in 1936 and support Franco with troops and materials as having like policy as that of the Nazi Party
*These Jews were the financiers of Europe – not just Spain – as even back then they were without a country and not allowed by law to hold certain jobs and rights.  The Spanish even had special clothing back then to distinguish them.

The French

· Would not develop interest until news of Cortez and wealth
· 1524 sponsored Giovanni de Verrazano who mapped coast

· Brought a form of hepatitis to the America’s that killed tens of thousands of Native Americans

· Coastal tribes would not let them come off their ships

· Went into the Americas as did not listen to papal decree

· Heavily Protestant 

· But did NOT want to fight Spain as they were #1 power

· Three attempts by Jacques Cartier in St. Lawrence unsuccessful, the last one a futile introduction of convicts into North American to settle

· A couple of also failed attempts on Carolina coast that resulted in cannibalism of the settlers and conquests by the Spanish

· By 1564, civil war in France retarded efforts until late 1500’s

· St. Lawrence River again the focal point, as believed it was the “Northwest Passage” to the orient

· 1608 – Quebec first permanent settlement by Samuel de Champlain

· Only 2 dozen inhabitants at the end of 20 years

· Were mainly convicts who preferred to go back to prison in France than stay in North America 

· NO WOMEN 

· Introduction of French Jesuits and their influence – gun policy
· Would give guns to Christian Indians

· If the natives would convert to Christianity – they could get guns

· Guns for Christ

· Population only around 15,000 by 1700

· English had around ¼ million in comparison

· Fear of harsh winters and Indians kept away settlers

· Never attempted to settle, viewed as an economic ideal

· Wars with England – Europe under constant war for centuries 

· Economy based on Fur Trade – key word is trade and not trapping, as they allowed the Natives to trap pelts and then traded with them

· Policy of quick economics vs. colonization 

· France secured northern New England, Canada, Ohio Valley and Mississippi into New Orleans with expeditions by La Salle in 1682

· Formed alliances with the Algonquins

· the British and Dutch would go with the Iroquois
· Foundation for demise of France in North America 

· 1763 The Treaty of Paris following the French and Indian War would remove France from North America to the British

The Dutch Republic
· An empire due to their sea trade all around the globe

· 1581 – declared independence from Spain

· Based on political, religious and economic reasoning 
· 1624 – New Netherlands in what is now NY/NJ
· Manhattan for $24 worth of beads

· Hudson River north to Albany – look at current names

· West India Company - 1621

· Based initially on fur trade

· Formed alliance with the Iroquois Nation

· Introduced slaves in large numbers

· Poor management and inept governors led to downfall

· Pequot War – 1637    Dutch shafted tribe with trading rights, introduced smallpox epidemic, tribe went to war with them and when English did not aid, fought them, also.    

· Lost it to England in 1664 – ended Dutch claims in North America

· Proprietary Colonies      
· Individually run but reporting to the crown
· Charles II and 1660 – interests revived in Americas

· Created Carolina – 1663, Pennsylvania - 1681, New Jersey - 1664 and New York - 1664

· Carolina

· 1663 - Anthony Ashley Cooper devised unsuccessful                                                   Fundamental Constitutions of Carolina

· Called for a colonial aristocracy, would own most of the land and would be politically strong

· Small farms in the middle w/ voting privileges 

· Slaves on the bottom of the social order

· Recall this premise and location around 1860

· Model for the plantation

· By 1708 – more black slaves than white settlers due to demands of rice production

· Rice production caused demands for land, forcing out the small farmer, sending them north into area not suited for its production.  Split formed North Carolina in 1729
· Fear of slave uprising created slave codes

· Place of peace, prosperity and religious tolerance

· “Holy Experiment” – harmonious society ruled by brotherly love; rule of Neighbors & Friends
· Including successful pacts with Indians

· Frame of Government doctrine placed too much power on him; would backfire upon his death with successors

· Largest European immigration to area due to farmlands

· Populace largely anti-military due to religious beliefs 

New Jersey / New York

· Lost it to Charles II who in 1664 gave it to his brother, James, the Duke of York, during the second of two Anglo-Dutch Wars. An army was sent to Long Island and took possession from Gov. Peter Stuyvesant and his 150 soldiers.  Also took the area now called New Jersey.

· Encouraged Dutch colonists to stay and encouraged immigration from European mainland

· Area under British control / government, but populace largely non – English   

LESSON 2

Colonial Enslavement of Peoples
By 1750, European colonists of all nations and imported African slaves outnumbered Native Americans, but in lesser land acquisition.  

· Pacific coast Indians met whites for the 1st time around 1740’s

Relationship between whites and Native Americans were formulated in part by the intent of the European colonists:

1. to extract resources

Spain
2. to settle


England

3. to trade


England, Dutch and France

4. to gain converts

England, France and Spain

To Extract Resources:

Spain was the only European country to do this


Enslaving of the locals to effect goals was the chief policy


Resulted in large scale killings by war and disease



Eradicated whole nations



Set tone of revenge in Southwest Native Americans



Basis for hatred to all whites later

Trade with Native Americans

England, Dutch and France


All competed with NA for fur trade – beaver


Caused almost total eradication of this species in North America

Displacing Native Americans for Settlement

Developed the accepted practice of an expansion policy that treated the Native Americans as non-entities

The Economics of War 1637 – 1763 – 
Wars with the colonists and Indians that affected New York State

· Opechancanough massacre of 1622

· Mohawk – Mahican War - 1626

· Pequot War  - 1637 

· Beaver Wars – 1640

· Iroquois – Huron War – 1646

· French – Mohawk War - 1665

· King Phillip’s War: 1675 – 1676

· 1 / 16 white male was killed

· Bacon’s Rebellion: 1675 – 1676  Jamestown, Va.  
· Economic crisis and feud between two relatives

· One Indian attack lead to retaliation on wrong ones

· Naturally, a commission to investigate formed and failed

· Whole conflict over policy against Indians
· Declared ‘war on all “bad” Indians’
· Bacon dies that October of “Bloodie Flux and Lousey Disease”  - dysentery and lice

· Body burned by his troops

· “Bacon is Dead I am sorry at my hart That lice and flux should take the hangman’s part”

· 1687 – 1697  First “French and Indian / England War”
· King William’s War: 1689 – 1697

· Country or Real Whig Ideology developed

· Continuous fighting 1689 – 1700 w/ Indians/Dutch/French

· Grand Settlement of 1701

· Had lost ¼ of total Iroquois population

· Queen Anne’s War: 1702 – 1713

· 1709 – French/Dutch/Indians due to West India Company
· King George’s War: 1744

· Treaty of Lancaster 

· Sold trade rights -Virginia land speculators - Forks of Ohio

· Speculators felt this included land sale rights

· Ohio Valley Indians & French rejected Iroquois claims

· Sent Lt. Col. George Washington to quell trouble

· French overwhelmed Washington and he surrendered

The French and Indian War: 1754 – 1760
· George Washington, Fort Necessity and the French

· Britain ordered NY governor to intervene

· Called forth Albany Conference w/ notables 

· Albany Plan of Union – colonial alliance 
· Northern colonies plus Iroquois Nation

· Benjamin Franklin organized and ran meeting

· Would create an alliance of the colonies

· Britain saw this as too powerful a coalition and could lead to trouble, such as seeking independence

· Forced its abandonment

· Franklin liked the idea and was later chosen to head up the next big meeting in the 1770’s
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· Forced the Iroquois to side with colonials [British]

· 1756 – this became the Seven Years War in Europe [1763]
· War did not go well for colonials/Britain

· Military tactics / taxes / punishment techniques on colonials
· 1756 – Fort Oswego

· Massacred wounded and prisoners

· Alienated French Commander the marquis de Montcalm
· Viewed Indians as savages

· 1756 – Fort William Henry taken the same year
· Indians ordered not to attack retreating British – European War 

· Indians attacked and massacred soldiers [Last of the Mohicans*]

· Policy and attitude adapted by Montcalm lost Indian alliance

· 1758 – Secretary of State William Pitt changed policy and commanders

· Got British soldiers into fight

· Secured British $ to finance

· Secured land grants to soldiers who fought

· Col. George Washington took Fort Duquesne – French retreated 

· Colonial / British forces won all battles for next two years

· Last land battle on North America 9/1760 with decisive victory

· 1763 – Treaty of Paris ended all hostilities

· Loss of North America to France

· Loss of numerous colonial lands around world

· Establish British Empire – dominant world power

In 1624, the Dutch West India Company (DWIC) began settling the colony of New Netherland which eventually came to encompass the areas now known as New York and New Jersey as well as parts of Delaware and Connecticut. The Dutch had acquired the land from Native Americans through purchase as well as through confiscation. This colony was set up as a business, and the main goal was for the DWIC to profit from trading beaver pelts and other goods from America with Europe. In 1625, the Dutch brought the first group of eleven enslaved male Africans to New Amsterdam (Manhattan Island) in order to build and support the infrastructure (e.g. roads, houses, forts) of the new colony. By the 1590s, the Dutch were involved in the slave trade, so their use of slave labor in developing this new enterprise was not unexpected. 
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So that the endeavor would be fruitful, the DWIC gave Dutch settlers large parcels of land (patroonships) on which they were required to establish homes, businesses, and farms. Patroons also were expected to lease portions of their land to tenants whom they supplied with equipment, buildings, and animals. In addition to the Dutch, these tenants included English, Germans, Irish, and Polish settlers, Walloons from Belgium, and a small number of Jews from the Netherlands and Brazil. Despite these efforts at settlement, the population of the colony did not grow enough to support a trading post outside of the Netherlands. Because of this labor shortage, the DWIC decided to bring more enslaved Africans to New Netherland. By the 1660s, the DWIC, rather than any individual, was the largest slaveholder in New Amsterdam. 

Peter Stuyvesant, Director General of New Netherland from 1647 to 1664, was hired by the DWIC to impose order on the loosely structured colony. When he assumed control of the colony there was little organized governance, and the infrastructure was so limited as to discourage more settlers from moving to the colony. Perhaps more importantly, the business was not as profitable as the company had anticipated. Under Stuyvesant's direction, enslaved Africans labored as caulkers, blacksmiths, bricklayers and masons to make improvements to the slow-growing colony. In some cases, the enslaved were given "half-freedom," meaning when their labor was not needed and in order to cut expenses for the company, they would be given their freedom. However, this freedom was contingent on the fact that they were bound to provide labor upon demand. (However, their children were not born free.) 
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Alongside enslaved Africans were free men and women of African descent -- individuals who had purchased or otherwise gained their freedom. Free blacks owned land, married in the Dutch Reformed Church, and passed along inheritances to their children. Though few in number, the free blacks formed a critical part of the black community, providing the enslaved population with support as well as proof that freedom was attainable. 

The English seized control of New Netherland in 1664 and divided it into the two colonies of New York and New Jersey. Under English rule, slavery as an institution continued to grow and became more regulated, with numerous laws being put in place to tighten control and to limit manumissions of enslaved Africans. The regulations were prompted by fear of insurgence and an increasing slave population

By 1720, 5,740 enslaved individuals lived in the colony of New York (16% of the total population) and about half that number lived in New Jersey. By the mid-1700s slavery was deeply entrenched in New York. In 1750, the enslaved population of New York was 11,014 (14% of the total population), nearly double the figure of 1720. It would be another fifty years before the number of enslaved Africans began to decrease rather than increase. 

In 1685 the Philipses, a wealthy, Dutch merchant family, began their involvement in the slave trade. It was then that Frederick Philipse's ship, the Charles, sailed from Amsterdam to Angola on the Congo River in West Africa to exchange weapons and other goods for Africans. A deposition made by two of the seamen who worked on the ship tells us that 146 Africans were taken from West Africa to Barbados, but only 105 arrived there. It can be assumed that the other 41 enslaved Africans died during the voyage’s typical mortality rate for the Middle Passage. Eight enslaved Africans who were too sick to be sold in Barbados were transported to Frederick's son Adolph near Rye, New York, and mostly likely became the first group of enslaved Africans at the Upper Mills at Philipsburg Manor. A ninth enslaved African (with one eye) was sent to New York City, perhaps to Frederick's Manhattan home. The earliest slaves at the Upper Mills would have cleared the land for farming, and probably built structures including the manor house, mill, church, and wharf. 
* Fort Ontario – also had a massacre during the French and Indian War – albeit smaller and not as known

The Colonial Concept of Slavery

Policy and Procedure is an administrative term that refers to the actions of a government or organization allowed by law to formulate rules or laws.  In police work it means the recognized actions of the agency in response to an external or internal crisis, telling all members of the agency what they should do along with their limitations, and what the public should expect.
As the numbers of free whites available to meet the labor needs for crop production just were not there, the colonists did what historically was the policy and procedure for centuries; they enslaved the locals.

· The locals here were the Native Americans
· You know what they did to them in respect to the individual colonizing country’s policy and procedure; their intent

With the available number of Native Americans declining, and those left now chiefly at war with the colonists, a failed policy for bringing free whites into the colonies, and all the warring going on back on the continent, where were they going to find a solid and reliable labor force?

· The policy of enslavement had been around for thousands of years

· Tribes in Africa fought and sold each other to outsiders

· Sanctioned by the Catholic Church by the monk Bartolom de Las Casas who published the European concept of enslaving Africans
· It was purely an economic response to a crisis; that crisis being the lack of labor
· Indian males did reluctant and fought against doing farming, seen as a role of women only; termed is reluctance as being haughty

· Ironically, slavery all but non-existent in Northern Europe by 1500’s

· Working whites in the colonies commanded a high pay scale

· Poor whites sending mail back home telling of poor conditions

· Good economic conditions back home caused reluctance to go ‘there’

· No one cared for Africa and its peoples save for acquiring its resources

· Labor was a tremendous resource 
· There were large numbers of available workers

· The European culture of the ‘non-whites’

· Yet there were also white slaves………. It was not completely racial

· Reluctance to accept Christianity 

· Opposing tribes worked with the Europeans to sell others into slavery

· There was no organized military nation on the African continent

 to stop anyone from securing the potential slaves

· Most of the founding fathers would be slave holders

· 8 of the first 12 U.S. presidents would own slaves

· Importation of slaves prohibited in 1808 by Article 1, Section 9 of the US Constitution:

The migration or importation of such persons as any of the states now existing shall think proper to admit, shall not be prohibited by the Congress prior to the year 1808, but a tax or duty may be imposed on such importation, not exceeding $10 / person.
Advantages of slavery

1. initial expense of transportation absorbed by slave traders

2. cost more to keep, but cheaper in long run

3. bringing in both males and females – guaranteed labor force

4. easier to locate if escaped; whites and Indians would too easily blend into the surrounding terrain and population
5. no laws preventing harsh treatment to control slaves

6. were property of plantation owner for life

7. guaranteed not to compete with master later in life

8. they were property and not a people

Beginning around 1502, European slave traders [Portuguese] would begin shipping between 11 – 16 million slaves to the Americas
· 500,000 to what is now the U.S.

First introduced by the Dutch Jamestown in the colonies around 1619, but policy did not adapt due to northern European standards and tradition, and availability of white labor force.  Two theories on why it did not sell:
· High mortality rate amongst colonists, cheaper to have an indentured servant who came for free than to buy a slave that might die on you

· No longer a British practice and a concept that would not take well

Spain in 1640’s brought in large numbers – as they were decimating NA

England began bringing in large numbers in 1680’s to meet demand for labor


Created Royal African Company to meet demand

By late 17th Century, this company no longer a monopoly and   competition developed – free market
· by the 1720’s – 1/3 of the total population black
· three types of systems
· gang system of Maryland and Virginia –“Americanize”

· task of S.C. and Georgia – allowed to keep some values

· Northern states – farming and household servants

1660’s – Virginia colony instituted laws creating slaves for their life, yet by 1650 there were only 300 Blacks in the colony

1670 – the House of Burgesses slavery formally established with the law declaring “…all servants not being Christians imported into this colony by shipping shall be slaves for their lives…”
· By 1700 there were 25,000 slaves in colonies

· By 1750 – Virginia alone had 100,000

· In some areas blacks outnumbered the whites

· The fear instilled in the whites created racial thinking

· 1712 – NYC 20 slaves burned a building

· 24 put to death; 

· 13 hanged, 3 burned at the stake

· 1 starved to death and one on the wheel

· 6 committed suicide to avoid execution

· 1740 – South Carolina 50 blacks executed

· NYC in 1755 - 35 killed

· Stono Rebellion – S.C. – 1739 - failed slave uprising

· Poor whites and indentured whites were potentially ready for uprisings, legislation passed to make them superior to blacks

· Further legislation making it a law that all whites had to carry their firearms to church on Sundays – a day in which Blacks were usually allowed to roam and work free by themselves…..

· Heathens, sub-humans, savages, etc.

· Legal codes made racism the official policy

· The Negro Act

· The act makes it illegal for slaves to gather in groups, earn money, learn to read, and raise food. The act permits owners to kill rebellious slaves
· Slaveholders were allowed to punish, maim or kill slaves

· Institution of social class that would replace the failed laws
· This social class would cause Bacon’s Rebellion in 1676 – although primarily one of Indian issues
* Slavery abolished in NYS in 1827.
Question:  Were these two policies racially motivated, in respect to the terms that we utilize today?
I say that slavery was an institution based on economics


The policy against the Indians was both
