David Rice Atchison might have something to say about this………
· David Rice Atchison was born on August 11, 1807 in a place named Frogtown, Kentucky. Today it is called Kirklevington 
· At the young age of 36, Atchison was appointed to the United States Senate to replace a Missouri Senator that had just died.

· He held this office for 12 years, from 1843 to 1855.  

· President James Knox Polk was scheduled to step down from office at noon on Sunday, March 4, 1849. President-elect Zachary Taylor was a religious man and refused to be sworn in on a Sunday.  Taylor insisted on waited until the following day.  

· Who was going to serve as the President during this 24-hour period?  

· Typically and legally, then Vice-President George M. Dallas would fill the position, but his term expired along with Polk's. Dallas had actually resigned as President of the Senate on Friday, March 2nd.  

· Legal statutes state that the Presidency then fell to the President Pro Tem of the Senate, who at that time was David Rice Atchison! 

· Which means: Atchison legally became the 12th President for a 24-hour period, even though he was never elected to this office or sworn in.   

· When asked what he did on this day, he commented "I went to bed. There had been two or three busy nights finishing up the work of the Senate, and I slept most of that Sunday."  
· He was commonly called “Staggering Davey” for his fondness of whiskey

And he will come back again in a couple of years………

Zachary Taylor Continued

· Did not want the position but approached by both sides

· Was not even registered as a voter

· Did not vote in his own election

· Threatened use of federal troops to maintain order

· Was a second cousin to Robert E. Lee

· Jefferson Davis was his son-in-law

· Was “anti-compromise” as to issue of the Union

· Stated he would hang all secessionists

· Starting with his son-in-law

· Refused to concede to Henry Clay’s proposed compromise bills – sole person responsible for all delays

· 1st ever federal threat against possible insurgents

· South did not like it as Taylor was southern

· Issue dropped but far from over

1850

Taylor dies of acute indigestion as result of 4th July party



Millard Fillmore [Whig] takes over office

· Was “pro-compromise”

· Had not even met Taylor until after the election

· Held opposing views to just about everything

· Left out of all decisions intentionally by Taylor

· Fired entire Whig cabinet- replaces it with Democrats and moderate Whigs

· Daniel Webster – Secretary of State

· Chief proponent of the Compromise of 1850

· Thought that passage unified the country

· Actually gave everyone something to hate

· Makes national news

May 30th - Kansas - Nebraska Act

· self-vote as to slavery in those states

· both located north of 36 degrees, 30 minutes [Missouri Compromise said nothing above this save free states]

· North wanted Missouri Compromise obeyed

"Come on, then, gentlemen of the slave states. Since there is no escaping your challenge, we accept it in the name of freedom. We will engage in competition for the virgin soil of Kansas, and God give the victory to the side which is stronger in numbers, as it is in right." 
--Senator William Seward, on the passage of the Kansas-Nebraska Act, May 1854

1854

Anthony Burns Affair

· educated slave in Alexandria, Virginia

· 1851 - escaped and captured – forced to wear yoke of bells for three months

· escapes and makes it to Boston – but writes a letter to his sister and slave hunters travel to city and locate him

· found at abolitionists house where fight ensues between slave hunters and free blacks/abolitionists 

· return and arrest him – found guilty in subsequent trial and ordered returned 

· crowd of 50,000 line streets and hundreds attack the courthouse – killing US Marshal James Batchelder – 2nd marshal in US history

· Abolitionist Thomas Wentworth Higginson leads the assault and is wounded 

· President Pierce orders in US Troops and over 1,000 escort out Burns

· Costs US Government over $100,000.00

· $1,200.00 raised and purchase Burns freedom the following year

· Burns dies in 1862

· Higginson coaches a local woman to writing poetry – Emily Dickinson 

· Civil War eventually leads a black SC regiment
· Years later would write that the stabbing death of Batchelder would be as important to abolition as the firing on Fort Sumter and the Civil War

· Full brigadier general in CSA

· Has the longest cavalry raid of war – 1,500 miles

· Never surrendered and went to Mexico with his men to offer up to Emperor Maximilian 

· John Wayne movie – “Undefeated”

· Became US Marshall following war

· William Clarke Quantrill
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· Will you follow orders, be true to your comrades, and kill those who serve and support the Union?" 

·   Frank & Jesse James

· Cole and Jim Younger 

· Archie Clement 

· School teacher who quit when accused of murder and horse theft

· Married Sarah Katherine King during war and kept her in camp with his men until she was killed – 14 at time of marriage

· Staged another Lawrence, KS attack/massacre in 1863

· Was mentor to Anderson

· Shot and killed May 10, 1865

· 2,905 potential male voters in territory

· Lawrence, Kansas had 369 perspective voters

· 1,034 voted that day

· 6,320 voted in three different votes

· 1857 - this new legislature met and voted in slavery

· NO NAY VOTES WERE ALLOWED

· Henry Ward Beecher - “A Sharps rifle is a greater moral force than a Bible” 

           Senator Charles Sumner of Massachusetts

· two day filibuster / oration – May 19th & 20th 

· The Crime Against Kansas

· Ridiculed the principle authors – Stephen Douglas &  Andrew Butler

· Compared Douglas to Don Quixote and mocked Butler of a speech impediment caused by a heart condition

· Sumner said of Douglas – “a noise-some, squat, and nameless animal…not a proper model for an American Senator.”
· Saved the best for Butler – “as having taken a mistress who, though ugly to others, is always lovely to him: thought polluted in the sight of the world, is chaste in his sight – I mean, the harlot Slavery.”

· May 22nd  - beat unconscious on Senate Floor by Preston Brooks of South Carolina

· Cousin of Brooks
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Charles Sumner is caned by Preston Brooks

May 24th – 25th   John Brown and Pottawatomie Massacre

· incensed by Lawrence Raid and killings

· article by B. F. Stringfellow of the Squatter Sovereign proclaiming that proslavery forces "are determined to repel this Northern invasion, and make Kansas a Slave State; though our rivers should be covered with the blood of their victims, and the carcasses of the Abolitionists should be so numerous in the territory as to breed disease and sickness, we will not be deterred from our purpose"
· shot, hacked and mutilated five pro-slavery white men in Franklin County, Kansas 

· one son killed, two others beaten in retaliation 

· began incidents termed as “Bleeding Kansas”

· Brown fled area and went back East to rise again

James Buchanan elected president

· Possibly a homosexual

· Tried to negotiate and allow Kansas in as a slave state

· Furthered the animosity between North and South

· Failed to stop the country going into war slide

· Lacked good judgment and morale courage

· Considered the worst of all our presidents

· His mismanagement caused rift in Democratic party splitting them into Northern and Southern sections

· Ensured the election of Lincoln although name did not appear on any Southern ballots

· As to the matter of slavery/territorial expansion – he stated “happily, a matter of but little practical importance, since the Supreme Court was about to settle it speedily and finally”

· Two days later the US Supreme Court ruled:

1857

Dred Scott Decision

-slave of US Army officer taken from Missouri to Wisconsin

-returned to Missouri with officer [died there]

-helped by Abolitionists to sue for freedom

-went to the Supreme Court in 1857
-Supreme Court Justice Roger Taney
· ruled that no slave or son of a former slave could hold citizenship, thus could not sue as had no rights to do so

· took away all voting power of blacks already established in five states, going back to Declaration of Independence

· Congress could not stop slavery in new territories

· vacated Missouri Compromise

1858
John Brown and followers hold their own constitutional convention and create provisional government - Ohio

Abraham Lincoln / Stephen A. Douglas Senatorial Debates – Illinois

· Douglas did not like Lincoln

· Not for his political views

· For marrying Mary Todd – as Douglas had liked her and she turned him down

"A house divided against itself cannot stand. 

I believe this government cannot endure, permanently half slave and half free. 

I do not expect the Union to be dissolved -- I do not expect the house to fall -- but I do expect it will cease to be divided. 

It will become all one thing or all the other.”

· nursed back to health and hung in 1859 
1859

Congressman [General] Daniel Edgar Sickles

Feb 27th     

·   Shoots repeatedly and kills US Attorney Philip Barton Key

· Son of whom?

· Events leading up to the shooting:

· Sept 17th, 1852 – Sickles (33) marries Teresa Bagioli (15)

· 7 months later she gives birth to Laura Buchanan Sickles – whom he abandoned later in life and would die as a heroin addict in her 20’s 

· Before the marriage, and during her pregnancy – Sickles was a known womanizer and had literally hundreds of affairs

· Took NYC prostitute Fanny White with him to London when appointed to the legation there, including introducing her to Queen Victoria

· Wife finally finds out about affairs as she is literally left home almost every weekend while he is out of town on business

· Is introduced to Philip Barton Key during a party at the White House

· Dan Sickles approves of the friendship between the two – as it takes the heat off of him

· They become lovers and Key rents a house just down the street from Sickles, within site of the White House

· He would hang a white handkerchief out the 2nd floor window when they were to meet and she would arrive by carriage to the house

· A “poison pen” letter was received by Sickles telling of his wife’s adulterous affair – naming Key as her lover

· Some speculation that it might have originated within and with the approval of the White House – President James Buchanan

· On that day – Sickles saw Key signal his wife for their meeting and grabbed several derringers and pistols, walked out into LaFayette Square – directly across from the White House, where Key was standing.  

· Walking up to him he reportedly shouted – “Key, you scoundrel.  You have dishonored my name.  You must die!”
· Shoots Key in the leg and they struggle; Key reaches into his coat and pulls out his opera glass, throwing it at Sickles.  

· Sickles pulls out another single shot derringer and it misfires, upon which he tries again and shoots him just below the groin in the upper thigh

· Key struggles to escape and tries to run, falling against a tree; Sickles pulls out yet another pistol and it also misfires, before putting the gun to his chest and fatally wounding Key.

· He is taken to the National Hotel where he dies two hours later.

· Sickles then walks to the Sheriff of Washington where he informs him that he just shot and killed Key

· His subsequent trial is based upon extreme emotional distress brought upon him by the infidelity of his wife.  During the trial she gave a multi-page deposition admitting in explicit detail as to her affair – which was ruled inadmissible but printed in the newspaper and later sold for $.25 per copy to thousands

· While in jail meals were brought to him from Delmonico’s in NYC and visits from the bishop to representatives of the White House

· Key – in abstention – was literally put on trial depicting his frenzied lust for Teresa – which drove Sickles “Temporarily Insane”

· WHAT WAS THE VERDICT?

· To make this story even more impossible to believe – while having been adjudicated temporarily insane, the US government promoted him to Major General!  His wife wrote him a long letter begging forgiveness for her actions and asked to be brought back in to his good graces.  He did but reportedly never had any intimate interaction with her again – as he was too busy having more affairs due to his now increased popularity – one being the removed ruler of Spain – the “deposed nymphomaniac Queen Isabella”.
