· The Dutch Were NOT the First…..
  About 1000 A.D., indigenous native peoples began to form from multiple Iroquois speaking dialects into one, and settled in the Finger Lakes area of what is now New York State.
 This group, split into five separate tribes, occupied an area from the Hudson River west to Rochester, north into St. Lawrence County, and south to the area of the current Pennsylvania border.
The native word for this group is "Haudenosaunee", which means "People of the Longhouse," or "They Are Building a Long House.“
This collective formed what Thomas Jefferson and others called “…the oldest living participatory democracy on earth…”
	Participatory democracy strives to create opportunities for all members of a population to make meaningful contributions to decision-making, and seeks to broaden the range of people who have access to such opportunities

   The Dutch purchase Manhattan 
7 November 1626
High and Mighty Lords,
Yesterday the ship the Arms of Amsterdam arrived here. It sailed from New Netherland out of the River Mauritius on the 23d of September. They report that our people are in good spirit and live in peace. The women also have borne some children there. They have purchased the Island Manhattes from the Indians for the value of 60 guilders. It is 11,000 morgens in size [about 22,000 acres]. They had all their grain sowed by the middle of May, and reaped by the middle of August They sent samples of these summer grains: wheat, rye, barley, oats, buckwheat, canary seed, beans and flax. The cargo of the aforesaid ship is:
7246 Beaver skins
178½ Otter skins
675 Otter skins
48 Mink skins
36 Lynx skins
33 Minks
34 Muskrat skins
Many oak timbers and nut wood. Herewith, High and Mighty Lords, be commended to the mercy of the Almighty,
In Amsterdam, the 5th of November anno 1626.
The myth is that the, 60 guilders was worth about $24; while in current standards it is approximately $1,000.00
Purchased from the Manhatta Tribe of Lenape Indians by Peter Minuit
· Current estimated worth today of over $65 Billion
     The Dutch legacy still survives today in New York….
· Geography
· The French
Their interests in North America was based upon the fur trade and competing with the Dutch and English
Samuel de Champlain traveled up the St. Lawrence River and into present day Canada where he set up a small colony
In 1609 he went into Lake Champlain and in the area where Fort Ticonderoga is, engaged in a war with the Iroquois (as he brought along Algonquins)
He killed two of the three chiefs in this battle which set the precedent for their relations with the French
He also sailed across Lake Ontario in 1615 and explored present day Oswego, from there going on an expedition against the Iroquois all the way to current Canastota
He was wounded three times in this battle and returned to Canada
His route was up the Oswego River to Syracuse where Jesuit Priests discovered the salt springs and their eventual importance
From Syracuse, the French would go both directions on the river exploring and attempting to trade with the natives – not to a great success
Although they would set up a trading post / fort called Sainte Marie in 1656
With the French now beginning to lost the French & Indian War, they abandoned it in 1758 when Mohawks threatened to attack it
· French & Indian War
Europe called the 7 Years War
· In 1664, English troops under the command of the Duke of York and Albany (who would later become King James II) attacked New Netherland, one portion of the First Anglo-Dutch War – England being the victor
· This resulted in a British victory as the badly outnumbered Dutch troops under Peter Stuyvesant surrendered New Amsterdam, later Fort Orange (Albany)
· These two were renamed by James as New York, from his English title, and (Fort) Albany from his Scottish title
· Naturally, there was a Second Anglo-Dutch War which this time the Dutch won, but gave up concessions in North American for gains in other parts of the world
· While Britain had the greatest stake in North America, France was a close second with exclusive ownership of Canada and the Mississippi / Ohio Valley
· England and France have never liked each other….
· The French – who had settled or taken possession of the St. Lawrence and Lake Ontario under several explorers, aligned themselves with the Algonquin who surrounded New York 
· The British aligned themselves with the Iroquois – even though neither one really liked each other – but it was better than the alternatives 
· And the Iroquois and Algonquin did not like each other….
· The French gave the Algonquin guns for beaver pelts       
                                                ‘Guns for Christ’ 
· So the British just gave the Iroquois guns to make the Iroquois like them…
                              But herein lied the problem 
· The French initially fought with regular troops
· The British used some regulars – but the mainstay of the army consisted of colonials, as England wanted to keep their regular army in Europe
· Later, when Prussia and others sided with England, France got Spain to help her and pulled French troops back to Europe
While for the first couple years France controlled the fighting – with England now gaining the upper hand in Europe the tide of battle shifted to the British
Fighting ended in North America in 1760 with an eventual Treaty of Paris in 1763
The French philosopher Voltaire would write that “… Louis XV (King of France) had only lost a few acres of snow…”
Voltaire was wrong – for it would really cost Louis his head by the guillotine during the ensuing French Revolution, for he broke France with the war
· England, which placed the war primarily on the backs of the colonials, was also near ruined and began taxing the colonials to pay off their war debt – which was fought mainly in Europe
· George Washington, a colonel in the British Army, would be labeled a war criminal
· This action set the basis for another revolution, this one on the North American Continent 
· How did New York fit into the war?
The majority of the fighting took place within NY and the forts here when the British expanded into recognized French territory and trading zones
Fort Ticonderoga a couple times
One of the most important locations were the forts at Oswego
· Fort Oswego located on the west side
· Fort Ontario on the east side
· Fort George, partially completed on the west side – not really a fort at all
August 1756 French forces under General Montcalm (Louis – Joseph de Montcalm-Gozon, Marquis de Saint-Veran), attacked and began siege operations on Ontario, but the garrison fled, eventually causing all three to surrender
It resulted in the taking of 1,700 prisoners (men, women and children) and capturing 121 cannon  
The significance of this battle is that it ended all British threats to Canada and effectively gave control of Lake Ontario to the French 
it remained under French control until they abandoned it in 1758
When the garrison fell at Oswego, the French troops and their native allies got drunk on the captured British rum
When the British tried to leave a massacre took place and fifty – odd British men, women and children were scalped – the rest saved by the French Commander Montcalm when he paid off the Indians with money to stop the killing
 Montcalm would again have to stop these same actions during the battle for Fort William Henry – this time using force on them – keeping casualties to less than 200
What did happen was that the natives dug up the interred dead to get their scalps, infecting many of them will smallpox
		Scalping
A French soldier, identified by the initials J. C. B., related in his memoirs that:
“This horrible custom was practiced by these savages alone, and sprang from their own barbarism, for it seems never to have existed in any other nation, not even among nations, who, like them, have never received any idea of civilized life”
While Europeans did not originate scalping, they did encourage its spread through the establishment of bounties; "the French and English were accustomed to pay for the scalps, to the amount of thirty francs' worth of trade goods. Their purpose was then to encourage the savages to take as many scalps as they could, and to know the number of the foe who had fallen”
"When a war party has captured one or more prisoners that cannot be taken away, it is the usual custom to kill them by breaking their heads with the blows of a tomahawk . . . When he has struck two or three blows, the savage quickly seizes his knife, and makes an incision around the hair from the upper part of the forehead to the back of the neck. Then he puts his foot on the shoulder of the victim, whom he has turned over face down, and pulls the hair off with both hands, from back to front . . . He quickly takes the scalp, gives the deathcry, and flees at top speed. Savages always announce their valor by a deathcry, when they have taken a scalp . . . “
In 1826 James Fenimore Cooper wrote a book called 			Last of the Mohicans: A Narrative of 1757
Cooper was discharged from Yale for blowing up a door
Took up residence in Cooperstown, founded by his father
The novel takes place in Leatherstocking Country during the French & Indian War
One of the more famous parts of the book – later a movie, depicts the massacre of surrendered British men, women and children, and the subsequent scalping of many of them
…it is supposed to have been influenced on Cooper by the Fort William Henry massacre (the fort was on the south end of Lake George)
        James Fenimore Cooper lived in Oswego at one time…
   Is there a chance that another location and massacre influenced him?
	Three dining halls at SUNY Oswego are named in Cooper's honor; (Cooper Hall, The Pathfinder, and Littlepage)

· Revolutionary War in New York State
Prelude to war 
	In June 1754, most of the Northern Colonies and representatives from the Six Nations met in Albany to discuss "union between ye Royal, Proprietary & Charter Governments.“*
This meeting was called the Albany Plan of Union – and its intent was for the colonies to unite and work together in the event of war (French & Indian)
Benjamin Franklin oversaw the meeting, and meticulously detailed and planned it
So much that the King back in England would not let them implement it for fear that they would use this plan against the Crown
*  The thirteen colonies were divided at the time among those founded or ruled by royal charter (Virginia, New York, New Hampshire, Massachusetts, New Jersey, North Carolina, South Carolina and Georgia), those that were proprietary in nature, that is, owned by a family or individual (Pennsylvania, Delaware and Maryland), and those that were governed under charters (Rhode Island and Connecticut).
While found in almost all of the colonies, it was organized and coordinated out of New York – The Sons of Liberty    
It was this Massachusetts group that lead the famous Boston Tea Party in 1773
	- probably how they got the idea to dress like Mohawk Indians
The first act of defiance with violence occurred in New York City on January 19, 1770 and was called the Battle of Golden Hill – six weeks before the Boston Massacre
British Troops had reacted to the erection of Liberty Poles around NYC and began cutting them down, or posting their own handbills on them
This angered the locals and when they captured some soldiers, more soldiers were sent with orders to ‘affix bayonets…and to cut your way through them…’
While injuries were only one killed and several dozen wounded on both sides – it now set the tone between the colonies
      and the British Government – 
That violence was all right to get their
      message out to the King

· They agreed but allowed only 400 men for campaign
·  Enroute he met up with Ethan Allen & Green Mountain Boys
· Thugs
· Their intent was to rob Arnold
· Arnold told Allen that if he joined them, he could have all the loot they found at Ticonderoga; Arnold just wanted the cannon 
· Overcome with ‘patriotism’ they agreed
· Not only took Ticonderoga, also captured Fort Crown Point
· Seized 100 cannon that Arnold took back to Boston
· Forced British to abandon Boston and retreat to Nova Scotia
· The Death of Jane McCrea
1752 – July 27, 1777
Propaganda is defined by Webster as: 
	the spreading of ideas, information, or rumor for the purpose of helping or injuring an institution, a cause, or a person 
It was first used on this continent with the death of Jane McCrea 
· For the benefit of the Continental Army and recruiting
· Brother was a colonel in the Continental Army and another serving
· Her fiancé was a loyalist with the British Army
· She was enroute to the area of Lake George to see him when she and another young woman were taken prisoner by Native Americans loyal to the British
· She was reportedly killed and scalped – although others report that she was shot by Colonial troops
· The scalping version infuriated General Burgoyne (commanding British forces) who ordered the arrest and execution of those responsible
· He was dissuaded to follow through by junior officers and no punishment was handed out, as they feared they would lose their Iroquois alliance
Not satisfied – Burgoyne then wrote a letter to his 			colonial counterpart, the controversial General 		Horatio Gates, complaining of colonial atrocities 			upon captured British troops
  That the savages of America should in their warfare 		mangle and scalp the unhappy prisoners who fall			 into their hands is neither new nor extraordinary; 			but that the famous Lieutenant General Burgoyne, 			in whom the fine gentleman is united with the soldier and the 	scholar, should hire the savages of America to scalp Europeans 	and the descendants of Europeans, nay more, that he should pay	 a price for each scalp so barbarously taken, is more than will be 	believed in England. … Miss McCrae, a young lady lovely to the 	sight, of virtuous character and amiable disposition, engaged to 	be married to an officer of your army, was … carried into the 	woods, and there scalped and mangled in the most shocking 	manner …

What is so important as to this incident?
· Colonial propaganda grossly exaggerated her looks and made her the most beautiful woman around
· It undermined British discipline practices
· It undermined British claims of protecting loyalists
· It undermined British claims of being more civilized in warfare
· It undermined British recruiting of loyalists
· It increased recruiting for the Colonial Army
· It became one of, if not the first battle cry of the young American Army, and a localized cause to fight
· James Fenimore Cooper used it in his book Last of the Mohicans: A Narrative of 1757
· It is quite possible that it influenced General George Washington to do something to stop these reported atrocities….
· JANE McCREA, "the beautiful betrothed maiden of the Hudson," seems to have been selected by Providence as a sacrifice to arouse the drooping spirit of Liberty in the midsummer of 1777.
              1779 – The Sullivan Campaign

· Aimed as a retaliation against the Iroquois:
· They had remained loyal to the British Government who still gave them guns, and were hostile to the colonials for expanding into their lands
· Cherry Valley Massacre
· Wyoming Valley Massacre
· General John Sullivan and four brigades totaling 4,500 men
· Intended to send message to Iroquois that they could take the fight to them 
Washington’s Orders:
Total destruction and devastation of the Iroquois villages so that the country may not merely be overrun but destroyed
  Do not accept any offers of peace before the total ruin of their settlements was effected
        “Our future security will rest on the ‘Terror’ inflicted upon them…   You are    urged to act aggressively and employ your men in a loose and dispersed way…It should be impressed upon the minds of the men where ever they have the opportunity to rush on with the war whoop and fixed bayonet to discourage and terrify your foes
· Set out on June 12th 
· Scouting party in Canandaigua under Lt. Thomas Boyd
· "It appeared that they had whiped [sic] them in a most cruel manner, pulled out Mr. Boid's nails, cut off his nose, plucked out one of his eyes, cut out his tongue, stabbed him with spears in sundry places, & inflicted other tortures which decency will not permit me to mention; lastly cut off his head & left his body on the ground
· Sullivan turned around and marched east for central Finger Lakes
· Cayuga County incidents
· Capt. Richard Damewood
· Incident in King Ferry
· Burned over fifty villages, all their food stores and their orchards
                       Scorched earth policy
· Eliminated Iroquois threat
· Starvation rampant that year following expedition (not all attributed to the campaign but definitely associated with it)
· Reduced the population from 9,000 to less than 4,500
· Expedition claimed as the formation of modern American Army
Seneca War-Chief Cornplanter ; letter to George Washington in 1790
When your army entered the country of the Six Nations, we called you the town destroyer; to this day, when your name is heard, our women look behind them and turn pale, and our children cling close to the necks of their mothers.

· Adam Helmer’s Run
September 16, 1778
During the Mohawk Valley Campaign of 1777, Lt. Helmer was a scout for the Colonial Army, and was dispatched with two others to go from Fort Dayton to warn the occupants of Fort Stanwix, through enemy lines and a considerable distance away, of the approach of Brant with his army of natives and Tories.    He was successful.
In 1778 he was again dispatched along with eight others to scout our a possible second advance of Brant into the valley.  Ambushed, all the party except for Helmer were killed.  Taking off, he then ran over 30 miles to warn the inhabitants of German Flatts and Fort Dayton of the approaching British army .  They were successful in fending off the British due to Helmer’s actions, who reportedly slept for 36 hours straight as a result of the grueling run.  
In 1936 Walter D. Edmonds wrote a novel called Drums Along the Mohawk which became a movie starring Henry Fonda portraying Helmer
Helmer, as was the custom, was awarded military tract land and settled in the upstate New York community, where he raised a family and is interred

The reason for the asterisk – the Treaty of Ghent was signed prior to the last and most decisive battle of the war…
             Battle of Sandy Creek
Supplies for the new navy had been stored there having gone from New York City to Oneida Lake to Oswego Falls (Fulton) – all for the new ship being built at Sackets, the USS Superior
The British had burned it when they invaded Sackets, but as the wood was still green it did not burn well and we were able to salvage it rather quickly
one of the most important pieces was a length of rope intended for use as its anchor line
6 inches in diameter, 600 feet long, weighing in at over 4 tons  
They did not have enough animals and carts to haul it – so they got manpower , estimates from 84 – 200
Hauled it the plus 20 miles
Made grass mats to place on their shoulders as padding
On arrival, each man given alcoholic beverages and $2.00 for their efforts
Sackets Harbor (May 29, 1813)
· Actually the 2nd Battle of Sackets Harbor
· US was with entire almost entire command attacking Fort George (near Niagara Falls)
· British realized Sackets was practically defenseless and as this was the principle American navy yard it was proper time to attack
· Americans outnumbered and outgunned
· Defeat of British ensured New York would not be invaded for remainder of year
· 1st Battle of Sackets Harbor on July 19th, 1812
· A US victory; The shots from our battery had broken their chest of medicines, their fore top gallant mast, and their vessels, in a dozen places, while the enemy broke nothing but—the Sabbath.

9/11/1814 - Battle of Plattsburgh
	Turning point of the war
· 14,000 British defeated by 5,000 American troops and Green Mountain Boys
· Included a naval battle of Lake Champlain
	Large British Navy destroyed by smaller American fleet
· Stopped British invasion into America from Canada
· What it did was make a decisive bargaining tool for the US when the Treaty of Ghent was negotiated in December, 1814
· Even had we negotiated – we would have lost much of New York State because of a clause called Uti Possidetis, meaning to retain territory held at the end of hostilities
· Because of the British defeat – we were able to retain all our lands in the United States
		Fort Ontario
   To date – France began one but British built it, called it Fort of the Six Nations
 France took it
	The British got it back but we took it and destroyed it
	They took it from us – rebuilt it, kept it even after we supposedly owned it…
		They kept it until 1796
	Who has it now during this war? 
We had it for a while, but…. May 6th, 1814 – Fort Ontario captured by Sir James Yeo 
· They destroyed it and it was in ruins until 1839 when tensions between England and the United States flared up – and to help fight smuggling from Canada
