Has jurisdiction over 200 types of federal crime as well as intelligence gathering
56 field offices with over 400 resident agencies nationwide
Found in over 50 US Embassies
$7.9 billion dollar budget

April 1, 1853, the Cincinnati, Ohio Fire Department became the first full-time paid professional fire department in the United States, and the first in the world to use steam fire engines.

1909 – William Howard Taft elected 27th President of the United States


“Big Bill”, “Big Chief”
First president to throw out the first baseball of a season
First president to own a car
Last president to have facial hair
First presidential funeral broadcast over a radio
Weighed 332 pounds standing 6’2”
Got stuck in the White House bath tub and a new one was installed big enough to hold four people
Taft never wanted to be president. He wanted to be the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, but his wife wanted to be the first lady. She talked him into running for office. He finally got his wish in 1920 when he was appointed Chief Justice
Taft kept a cow on the White House lawn to supply him with fresh milk. He was the last president to do so




Feb. 12, 1909 - NAACP – originally called the National Conference of the Negro
Held in New York City
60 people in attendance, only 7 were African American
Reaction to race riots in Springfield, Illinois 
Currently membership of 300,000 with a budget of $27.6 million
CEO - Benjamin Todd Jealous


“When appointed, no one in attendance clapped or applauded….”





1909 – College Park, Md., airport – first in the world
Bisbee-Douglas International Airport - Douglas, Arizona had the first airplane in the state
In 1908 the Douglas Aeronautical Club was formed, starting with a glider made from mail order plans
This glider was pulled into the air by two horses and flown behind the Douglas YMCA building
In 1909 a motor and propeller were put on the airplane, making it the first powered airplane in Arizona
The airport's status as the first international airport in the US is confirmed by a letter from President Roosevelt declaring it "the first international airport of the Americas"
1910 - Albany International Airport is the oldest municipal airport in the United States
Charles Lindbergh landed there after his trans-Atlantic flight to a crowd of 10,000 people
Someone in the crowd stole his dirty laundry for a souvenir 
The largest airport in size is Denver at 53 square miles
The largest in volume is Atlanta with 85,907,423 people and Chicago/ORD was second with 76,510,003




June 23, 1909 – 1st Trans-continental road race

April 6, 1909 - Admiral Robert E. Peary, a Pennsylvania native, accompanied by four Eskimos and a black man, Matthew Henson, arrives at the North Pole on their sixth attempt, establishing Camp Jesup.  
He had set sail for the pole nearly one year earlier on July 6, 1908
Maybe he reached the pole…
But he did do some other exploration while there

1910 – New York becomes first state to enact DWI laws
Laws merely stated that it was unlawful for any person to operate a vehicle while under the influence of alcohol
Police simply had to prove that the person was intoxicated, regardless of the blood alcohol content (BAC) in the person's body
1938 – National Safety Council established a .15% BAC
1936 the Drunkometer was invented
1953 – Robert Borkenstein invented the Breathalyzer

A hugely disproportionate amount of men died due to the rule “Women and children first…”




Almost did not get out of the harbor as it came within four feet of hitting another 	ship – the SS New York
The Titanic’s captain went down with the ship

1920 – 1933       18th Amendment prohibits alcohol – Prohibition
Prohibition in the United States was a major reform movement sponsored by evangelical Protestant churches, especially the Methodists, Baptists, Presbyterians, Disciples and Congregationalists from the 1840s into the 1920s
Kansas and Maine were early adopters
The Women's Christian Temperance Union, founded in 1874, and the Prohibition Party were major players until the early 20th century, when the movement was taken over by the Anti-Saloon League. By using pressure politics on legislators, the Anti-Saloon League achieved the goal of nationwide prohibition during World War I, emphasizing the need to destroy the political corruption of the saloons, the political power of the German-based brewing industry, and the need to reduce domestic violence in the home. 
Prohibition was instituted with ratification of the Eighteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution on January 16, 1919, which prohibited the "...manufacture, sale, or transportation of intoxicating liquors within, the importation thereof into, or the exportation thereof from the United States..." 
Congress passed the "Volstead Act" on October 28, 1919, to enforce the law, but most large cities were uninterested in enforcing the legislation, leaving an understaffed federal service to go after bootleggers. Although alcohol consumption did decline, there was a dramatic rise in organized crime in the larger cities, which now had a cash crop that was in high demand
Prohibition became increasingly unpopular during the Great Depression, as the repeal movement, led by conservative Democrats and Catholics, emphasized that repeal would generate enormous sums of much needed tax revenue, and weaken the base of organized crime.
 In 1933 the Prohibition amendment to the Constitution was repealed, allowing the states to set their own laws. The organized Prohibition movement was dead nationwide, but survived for a while in a few southern and border states

1929 – Herbert Clark Hoover elected 31st President of the United States

“The Great Engineer” and “The Great Humanitarian”
The first president born west of the Mississippi River
One of the most honored presidents; received 84 Honorary degrees, 78 medals and awards, and keys to dozens of cities
Had a meteor named after him
October, 1929 - Stock Market crashes

1930 - Worldwide depression begins
One visible effect of the depression was the advent of Hoovervilles. "Hooverville" was the popular name for a town of cardboard boxes built by homeless men.
 The term was coined by Charles Michelson, publicity chief of the Democratic National Committee, named sarcastically after president Herbert Hoover whose policies were at the time blamed for the depression.
Residents lived in shacks and begged for food or went to soup kitchens. 
Authorities did not officially recognize these Hoovervilles and occasionally removed the occupants for technically trespassing on private lands, but they were frequently tolerated out of necessity. 
Democrats popularized related terms such as "Hoover blanket" (old newspaper used as blanketing) and "Hoover flag" (an empty pocket turned inside out). 
"Hoover leather" was cardboard used to line a shoe with the sole worn through. A "Hoover wagon" was an automobile drawn by horse because the owner could not afford gasoline.

First president whose mother was eligible to vote for her son
Related by blood or marriage to eleven other Presidents: John Adams, John Quincy Adams, Ulysses Grant, William Henry Harrison, Benjamin Harrison, James Madison, Theodore Roosevelt, William Taft, Zachary Taylor, Martin Van Buren and George Washington
Last words: I have a terrific headache
Died of a cerebral hemorrhage 

1933 - Roosevelt begins "New Deal" – 
Series of economic programs implemented by FDR between 1933 and 1936
Passed by the U.S. Congress during his first term
Programs were responses to the Great Depression, and focused on what historians call the "3 Rs": relief, recovery, and reform
 Relief for the unemployed and poor; 
Recovery of the economy to normal levels; 
and Reform of the financial system to prevent a repeat depression


1934 - Adolf Hitler becomes Fueher of Germany

It's practically standing still now. They've dropped ropes out of the nose of the ship; and (uh) they've been taken ahold of down on the field by a number of men. It's starting to rain again; it's... the rain had (uh) slacked up a little bit. The back motors of the ship are just holding it (uh) just enough to keep it from...It's burst into flames! It burst into flames, and it's falling, it's crashing! Watch it! Watch it! Get out of the way! Get out of the way! Get this, Charlie; get this, Charlie! It's fire... and it's crashing! It's crashing terrible! Oh, my! Get out of the way, please! It's burning and bursting into flames and the... and it's falling on the mooring mast. And all the folks agree that this is terrible; this is the one of the worst catastrophes in the world. [indecipherable] its flames... Crashing, oh! Four- or five-hundred feet into the sky and it... it's a terrific crash, ladies and gentlemen. It's smoke, and it's in flames now; and the frame is crashing to the ground, not quite to the mooring mast. Oh, the humanity! And all the passengers screaming around here. Honest: it's just laying there, mass of smoking wreckage. Ah! And everybody can hardly breathe and talk and the screaming. Lady, I... I... I'm sorry. Honest: I... I can hardly breathe. I... I'm going to step inside, where I cannot see it. Charlie, that's terrible. Ah, ah... I can't. Listen, folks; I... I'm gonna have to stop for a minute because [indecipherable] I've lost my voice. This is the worst thing I've ever witnessed.

1898 – H.G. Wells
Simply a Halloween episode gone bad…
60 minute broadcast with the first 2/3 announcing a special news bulletin that Martians had landed in Grover’s Mill, New Jersey
six million heard the CBS broadcast; 1.7 million believed it to be true, and 1.2 million were 'genuinely frightened'
12,500 newspaper articles about the broadcast or its impact
Adolf Hitler cited the panic as "evidence of the decadence and corrupt condition of democracy”

When a messenger told Truman that Roosevelt wanted him to be his running mate, he responded by “Tell him to go to hell!”
His total briefing on the atomic bomb was about 30 minutes; he had no idea that we even had one as FDR kept it a secret from even his VP
First president to give a speech on television
First president to (initially) take office during wartime
